DREAMS SHATTERED BY
1988 SPITAK EARTHQUAKE
RENEWED AND REALIZED

Hayastan All-Armenian Fund
Donors from Iran Present
New, Furnished Apartment to
Family of Five

When the catastrophic 1988 Spitak earthquake shook northern Armenia,
Ninel Barsamyan thought the ground would swallow her and her infant
daughter. She was 35 years old that fateful December morning, and she
had given birth to her daughter Yeranuhi only ninth months before.

“I was still in my nightgown, and | grabbed her and held her,” says Ninel.
“The wall and front door had bent to the side, and | couldn’t open the door.
Then the movement stopped, and | was able to pry the door open and run
out of our building.”

Three decades have passed since the historic quake killed some 25,000
people and left 500,000 people homeless. The collapse of the Soviet Union,
Armenia’s independence, the Artsakh Liberation War and an economic
blockade have all factored into the reality that some four thousand resi-
dents of Gyumri are still homeless and live in metal shipping containers
called a domik.

Ninel, her late father and her infant daughter were among the thousands
who were forced to live in these uninhabitable, unsanitary, temporary shel-
ters. Their rusted shanty had no running water, no electricity, no gas or a
toilet. “The water outside would freeze in winter,” Yeranuhi says. “My grand-
father had to carry buckets of water from a faucet at my uncle’s apartment
building nearby.”

The family of four burned wood for heating and cooking but were often
overcome by smoke. The roofs of their shacks leaked, mildew poisoned their
environment, and no one was able to remain healthy.
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Ninel -- whose name backwards is a Soviet-era celebration of USSR founder
Vladimir Lenin -- believes her life-threatening thyroid and heart problems
are all the aftermath of the conditions they were forced to live in after the
earthquake.

Ninel is now 66 years old, and her doctor has also started to treat her for
diabetes. Yeranuhi, who is now 31, was diagnosed with epilepsy early on
and relies on medication to prevent seizures. The family would often call an
ambulance for emergency health care.

After Yeranuhi's father abandoned the family, mother and daughter were
forced to survive on a monthly welfare allowance of 12 dollars. Ninel had
worked for 33 years for the government’s housing department but was left
unemployed as Armenia’s economy crumpled.

“l sold my bath towels for 50 cents each to buy noodles, so we could eat,”
Ninel says.

ENTER ARTUR: START OF A NEW FAMILY

Yeranuhi studied fashion design and worked in sales before she met Artur,
the soldier from a nearby village she would marry. She was 20, and he was
25.

“I came to visit the family twice to ask for her hand,” Artur says. “Ninel was
not against our marriage, but she wanted someone from the city. Yeranuhi
didn’t want to get married, so we took her.”

The practice of bride kidnapping is quite common in rural Armenia. It's
tolerated when both the man and woman agree to elop. In some cases, the
bride-to-be doesn’'t want to get married and is abducted against her will.

Two years after Yeranuhi moved out of the domik to Artur's house in the
village of Hokhmik, Ninel was given a one bedroom apartment by Gyumri
authorities. She left her domik after spending 16 years of her life there.

When Yeranuhi and Artur had their first two children, Gor and Ninela, they
decided to move to Gyumri and live with Ninel so their kids would have
access to schools.

“The village was emptying and people moved away to find work,” Artur says.
“People locked up their homes and went to Russia and Europe.”

Artur, Yeranuhi and Ninel took out loans against the apartment until Artur
could find work. He made several trips to Russia to work in construction
until he joined the military again. He now works two weeks each month
guarding Armenia’s north-western borders with Georgia and Turkey.

“We owe four thousand dollars to different banks,” says Yeranuhi. “The inter-
est rate is from 16% to 24%, and we haven't been able to pay it off because
the loan is getting larger. We've approached other banks to consolidate the
loans, but they won't let us take out any more credit.”

HAYASTAN ALL-ARMENIAN FUND

Unable to afford a home of their own, the couple decided to reach out to
city and regional officials for help. They were told the government didn’t
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have a way to help. A clerk at the Ministry of Urban Planning advised Yer-
anuhi to contact the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund.

“We lived with my mother in her one bedroom home for ten years,” Yeranuhi
says. “When we had our third child, Giorgi, there were six of us sharing one
room. We were eating, sleeping, doing homework and watching TV in the
same place. It was no way to live, and it was taking its toll on all of us.”

On top of extremely tight quarters, the three kids were often becoming ill.
Ninel says Yeranuhi was also having more seizures from the stress and the
noise.

“Two years after we first talked with the Himnadram, they called and said
they wanted to come back to take more pictures of our conditions to show
to a potential sponsor,” says Yeranuhi. “They came on the 27th of December
and had the biggest, most unexpected surprise.”

A representative of the Iranian-Armenian Hayastan All-Armenian Fund hand-
ed the family a set of keys to their new, completely furnished apartment.

“I can't describe what the feeling was,” says Yeranuhi. “It was a lifelong dream
to have our own place. We received an apartment with appliances and a TV
and even a Christmas tree with lights. We were all ecstatic and grateful.”

Artur and Yeranuhi's family is now among the 42 homeless families Gyumri
to receive fully furnished apartments since the launch of the 2014 Armenia
Fund Gyumri Housing Project.

Thirty-two of the homes have been donated by benefactors in the U.S. Eight
homes were donated by Armenia Fund supporters in Germany. The Argen-
tinian and Iranian affiliates of Himnadram donated one home each.

In July of 2019, the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund is launching a new ‘Gyum-
ri 2.0’ initiative. The goal of this new project is to construct an apartment
building and provide housing for some 60 families in a secure, healthy and
sustainable community.
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FROM GENOCIDE TO
EARTHQUAKES, THE
PEOPLE OF GYUMRI SHOW
ENORMOUS STRENGTH AND
UNCANNY RESILIENCE

Hayastan All-Armenian Fund
Providing Housing to Dozens
of Families Left Homeless after
1988 Catastrophe

1. MASSACRE GORGE

On Wednesday, April 24, 2019, thousands of people from Gyumri and near-
by villages made their annual pilgrimage to commemorate the Armenian
Genocide at the Jardi Dzor or ‘massacre canyon’ memorial. The spot near
Lusaghbyur village is where thousands from the region were herded and
then shot to death by the Turkish Army in 1920.

“My great grandmother, Lusine Hayrabedyan, and her sister survived the
mass killing because their mother covered their bodies with hers,” says
24-year-old Anush Hayabedian. “The two young girls were stranded out in
the cold. They were alone without food or water, and they ate grass to sur-
vive.”

Seated in her neatly decorated, carpeted and warm apartment donated by
the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund, Anush cradles her two-year-old daughter
Ruzanne and expresses her gratitude for the sacrifices her loved ones made
to give her a comfortable life after multiple tragedies.

Soviet telegrams from 1921 report nearly 100,000 Armenians from Alex-
andropol (now Gyumri) and Kars were victims of mass rape, violence and
murder the year before. Some 1.5 million Armenians were killed during the
Armenian Genocide which began long before April 24, 1915 and continued
through 1923.

The American charity, Near East Relief, cared for some 100,000 orphans
in Alexandropol during the Genocide. The orphanage gave the city with
multiple names another one: the City of Orphans. In 1924, the Soviets re-
named the city Leninakan to honor Vladimir Lenin, the founding father of
the Soviet Union.
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Near East Relief records show that in 1926 a magnitude 6.0 earthquake
forced the organization to evacuate thousands of orphans from its dam-
aged buildings. The Kars earthquake killed more than 300 people and left
100,000 residents of Leninakan without homes.

Six decades later, the 1988 magnitude 6.8 Spitak earthquake killed at least
25,000 people and left a half-a-million people without proper housing.

2. SURVIVING THE DESTRUCTION

Through genocide, wars and two devastating earthquakes, the people of
Gyumri have stayed strong and rebuilt their city. After the Kars earthquake,
Armenia’s second largest city became an industrial hub; its population
grew to more than 200,000.

Gyumri was known for producing building materials, clothing and textile
manufacturing, food processing and dairy production. The largest manufac-
turer of sugar in the region was nearby, and residents boasted about their
large brewery and candy production.

Anush was somewhat protected from the hardships that emerged in
Gyumri after the earthquake and collapse of the Soviet command economy
and the jobs that disappeared as a result.

She had lived with her parents and grandparents until she met a young
undertaker named Arsen. He was 20; she was 17. The two fell in love, eloped,
and Anush moved into the metal cargo container Arsen and his family lived
in.

Arsen’s parents had died by the time he was 14. His father had died of liver
failure at the age of 42, and his mother had died of kidney failure at the
age of 43.

Their living conditions and circumstances had been so ungodly that Arsen’s
father would resort to alcohol to cope. His inability to care for his family
would often result in arguments and domestic violence against his wife and
children. Their father would use a fire poker to hit them.

A stove fire destroyed the family’'s domik in 2011 while they were visiting
their uncle’s shanty. The family lost everything except a baby photo of Ar-
sen. A local benefactor helped them buy another cargo container to call
home.
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The deaths of their parents left Arsen responsible for his two sisters. He
cared for them by working at a funeral home. What made the responsibility
more difficult is that one of his sisters, Olga, is developmentally disabled
and needs to be cared for like a child.

Arsen’s responsibilities didn’t detract Anush. She moved in and began to
care for the family.

“The domik was horrible. Foul odor. Damp floors and roof. Humid all the
time. No running water. No bathroom. No kitchen, and no sleeping area,”
says Anush. “My mom found it so repulsive, and she didn’t want me to live
there. There were five of us, and we all got sick. Even Arsen would get sick
and had pneumonia one winter.”

3. GROWING FAMILY, GROWING NEEDS

When Arsen and Anush became first-time parents five years ago, their baby
Ruben would also get sick quite often. After receiving his first vaccinations,
Ruben became very ill and ran a high fever for at least a week.

“He had a chest infection when he was 18 months old, and the doctors said
he had a fifty-fifty chance of survival,” says Anush. “His tiny heart was beat-
ing at 192, and it was because of the domik. We took him to the hospital,
and they put him on life-support machines.”

When Ruben was released from the hospital, Anush’'s mother wouldn't al-
low him to return to the domik. She insisted he was kept away from the
unhealthy conditions.

Even though each family member received five coupons a month to use at
a public bathing facility, it didn’t prevent things like a lice infestation. Anush
thought she had dandruff but had to shave everyone’s head three consec-
utive times to get rid of the parasites.

About two years ago, the couple gave birth to a baby girl they named Ru-
zanne. The infant also began experiencing illnesses and allergic reactions.
The unhealthy conditions and lack of space drove the family to seek help.
They reached out to the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund.

“Winter had just begun, and two women came to ask about our situation,
how many kids we had, and how old they were,” remembers Anush. “Then
about eight months passed, and a lot of reporters came to videotape when
we found out Himnadram had bought us a new home. It was our dream to
have a home of our own, and it came true.”

The Hayastan All-Armenian Fund used about $25,000 to give Anush and
her family a new home. The cost included renovations, furniture and appli-
ances. By the end of 2018, the Himnadram had already housed 42 homeless
families.

This year, a brand new initiative will raise funds to buy and rebuild an entire
building that can house up to 60 families. The goal of the Gyumri 2.0 ini-
tiative is to create communities where the resilient residents of the city can
take care of their families, live, work and thrive.

Hayastan All-Armenian Fund’'s Great
Britain Affiliate Replaces Dilapidated
School with New Building

Dozens of the bright-eyed, smiley-faced two to five-year-olds energetically
sing Easter songs at the newly opened Aghtsk kindergarten. It's the Friday
after Resurrection Sunday, 2019, and this is the school’s first ever Surb Zatik
-- the celebration of the resurrection of Jesus Christ from his tomb, on the
third day after his crucifixion.

The picturesque and serene village, 33 kilometres northeast of Armenia’s
capital Yerevan, had been without a school for toddlers and preschoolers
for more than five years. Their old Soviet-era building was deemed unsafe,
condemned by health and safety authorities, and shuttered.

Aghtsk village in the Aragatsotn region boasts a population of about 2,000.
It was founded in the 4th century by the Arshakuni royals, right around
the time the Kingdom of Armenia became the first Christian nation in the
world.

But this historic place with the tombs of Pagan and Christian kings couldn't
afford to build a school for its most precious citizens until Hayastan All-Ar-
menian Fund benefactors from United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ire-
land took action.

“Our benefactors saw that our school was in danger of collapse and that
we didn’t have a building or the means to build one,” says principal Nelly
Hovsepyan. “The kids had been left in the street. Workplaces in the village
had closed, and those parents who had jobs couldn’t work. Their kids were
young and couldn't be left alone at home.”



Aghtsk Kindergartener
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Non-governmental organizations that monitor education in Armenia report
that 70% of children under five are not enrolled in preschool. The United
Nations Children’s Fund says only 35% of kids in Armenia’s 48 cities and
17% of kids in its 953 villages attend school. UNICEF also reports there are
no preschools in 80 villages, and preschools buildings in 190 villages are
not usable.

While the Armenian government has made early childhood education a
priority, municipal governments are responsible for kindergartens. Most
rural regions don’t have enough of a tax base to fund renovation and con-
struction of schoolhouses. Some towns and villages also can't afford the
salaries and costs of keep preschool doors open.

DILAPIDATED SCHOOL HOUSE

Aghtsk village's previous kindergarten was built in 1974, and principal Nel-
ly Hovsepyan's mother-in-law had been its administrator for over four de-
cades. Wear and tear, the climate and the country’s economic collapse in
the 1990s left the old schoolhouse close to ruins, fast on its way to looking
like the nearby 4th century Arshakuni mausoleums.

“The old school was always cold, and we would burn wood in a fireplace
to keep the kids warm,” says Hovsepyan. “The kids would get sick, and they
wouldn't come to school. There would be more kids absent than in class.
And when they got sick, the teachers would also get sick.”

Researchers at the Institute of Child and Adolescent Health of the Arabkir
Medical Center report that most rural communities in Armenia do not have
appropriate buildings for kindergartens. Their survey also shows schools
don't have central heating and use electric heaters and gas or wood stoves.

Hovsepyan describes their old building as depressing. She says everything
in it was dark, and there were no colors anywhere. Now, she says, the condi-
tions at the new school are beyond excellent. “We've been giving everything
that's needed,” she says. “We have the furniture. We have heating. We have
hot water, which we didn’t have in the old building. We've secured all the
needs for the children.”

The new school also has a full kitchen, where the staff prepare three meals
a day for the students. The school follows dietary recommendations from
the Ministry of Health, which prescribes when and how much to feed kids
at different ages.

“We even have a washing machine, and we wash the kids' bedding here,”
says Hovsepyan. “We don’t give it to them to take home for their parents
to wash. We used to give it to them to take home to wash. But not any-
more. We wash it here. Our benefactors thought of everything and gave us
a washing machine. They've even given us a ironing board and iron.”

Over the past two decades, the British-Armenian affiliate of the Hayastan
All-Armenian Fund has sponsored similar projects in education and health
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care. Benefactors point to the fact that early education helps children reach
their full potentials as adults, so they try to focus on projects that will have
a significant impact.

Among the projects underwritten by the British-Armenian community was
the construction of another kindergarten in the village of Sasunik. The U.K.
community also funded the reconstruction of a boarding school kindergar-
ten of Yerevan’'s Shengavit district.

In addition to infrastructure projects, the British-Armenians also ship edu-
cation care packages annually to a number of schools in Armenia’s rural re-
gions. Packed with love in the care packages are notebooks, pens, coloring
pencils, construction paper materials and calculators.

AGHTSK VILLAGE’'S NEW KINDERGARTEN

As the 60 students of the new kindergarten celebrate the resurrection
of Jesus Christ, this ancient village is also celebrating the resurrection of
preschool education. The village's brand new two-story schoolhouse has
spacious and colorful classrooms and naprooms. It has a computer room,
assembly hall and a large playground.

“The building was built from its foundation up, and it took three years,” says
Hovsepyan. “I can’'t put words to what | was feeling and experiencing when
| entered the new building. Words can’t describe the feeling. My emotions
were completely different than anything I'd experienced before. | was both
weeping and laughing, and we all felt overjoyed.”



The preschool opened its doors for its first academic year in April of 2019
and has 60 students. It has room for 20 more students and also serves
students from the neighboring villages of Agarak and Orgov. Parents from
those villages take turns carpooling to make sure their children also have
access to the school.

Parents are beyond appreciative, because they know attending preschool
turns children into better students. Better schooling then opens doors to
higher education, better careers and higher wages. Research shows that
children who attend preschool earn an average of 25% more as adults.

The school employs 17 villagers, and it has been budgeted by community
leaders to operate until December. Then the school will shut down for two
months during the severe winter season.

The new school was the fulfillment of a dream for the village’s leadership
and citizens. The community was so grateful that they awarded the chair-
woman of the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund Great Britain affiliate, Armine
Carapeti, the title of Honorary Citizen of Aghtsk village.

“When the students visited the school the first day, none of them wanted to
go home,” says Hovsepyan. “They were all sitting in the common room, and
they were asking if they could stay here and play a little more. The parents
couldn’t get them to go home. They were saying, ‘let's go home later. Let's
play some more.’ The colorful new environment had mesmerized them.”

Remediation Project Keeps Kids Safe
from Lead and Arsenic Poisoning in
Copper Mining Town

When Father Hetum Tarverdyan was asked to pastor a church in a north-
ern Armenian mining town five years ago, the young priest couldn’t have
imagined environmentalists would survey his church grounds and tell
him the location was among the most environmentally toxic sites in Ar-
menia.

Father Hetum was assigned to the Holy Mother of God Church, or Surp
Mariam Astvatsatsin, in Akhtala, near the Georgian border. The pres-
ent-day monastery was built in the 12th century on the foundations of
an earlier church. It was abandoned and forgotten in the Soviet era and
left without a resident priest for decades.

“The original hame was Pghindzavank or Coppermine Monastery,” says
Father Hetum. “The church, monastery and fortress were built where
there had been smelters, where they extracted silver and copper up
through the 1800'’s. The French archaeologist Jacques de Morgan found
coins and artifacts that were made here on the grounds dating back to
the 8th century before Christ.”

Soon after Father Hetum started his duties as the spiritual leader of
Akhtala and surrounding villages, researchers from the American Uni-
versity of Armenia’s School of Public Health came to collect soil samples
from the church grounds. The university had teamed up with two gov-
ernment ministries and the nonprofit Pure Earth/Blacksmith to identify
heavily polluted sites that could harm people’s health.

Researchers surveyed 25 sites including mining areas, industrial plants,
and pesticide and chemical storage sites that may have been contami-
nated recently. They also collected samples from so-called ‘legacy sites’
that may have been contaminated during the Soviet era.

After analyzing the samples, researchers determined mining waste sites,
referred to as tailing ponds and dumps, were generally neglected, not
fenced in and not monitored. They found instances of dumps being
used as gardens and accidental leaks linked to cancer and infertility.
They also discovered the historic monastery at Akhtala was one of the
most polluted sites in Armenia.

“We brought a portable XRF, X-ray fluorescence analyzer, to the mon-
astery and tested the soil four times,” says Lusine Taslakyan from Pure
Earth/Blacksmith. “The XRF indicated concentrations of lead that were
thousands of times more than what's allowable under Armenian and
American standards.”

Researchers tested the children in Akhtala and found they had all been
exposed to lead. Nearly 85% had unsafe levels of lead in their blood.
Doctors say children should not come into contact with any amount of
lead. The neurotoxin affects mental development, decreases bone and
muscle growth, and damages the nervous system.

“Above and beyond the dangers to the children in our villages, a lot of
pilgrims come because they believe praying at our miraculous shrine
will cure their infertility,” adds Father Hetum. “We see the same pilgrims
return the next year with a child. Tourists also come to see the preserved
murals and colorful paintings of the saints on the walls and arches. And
the monastery was dangerous for all of them to visit.”

Once their findings were published, researchers reached out to find
solutions and funding for cleanup projects that were small and man-
ageable. The cleanup or ‘remediation process’ of the Akhtala monastery
was developed in 2017 by Pure Earth/Blacksmith. Pure Earth/Black-
smith board member Diana Mkhitarian was among the first to start
fundraising.

“When | found out that the lead levels in the soil at the Apostolic Church
and monastery in Akhtala were the highest not only in the country, but
possibly the world, and that 85% of the children had unsafe blood lead
levels, | decided to do something about it,” says Mkhitarian.

The Akhtala Toxic Pollution Cleanup project launched with a ‘Toxic
Cocktail’ themed party at the Mkhitarians’ home in New York City. What
may have intrigued New Yorkers about the project was folklore that the
State of Liberty was sculpted by the French, using copper from mines
they operated in Akhtala.

Those who attended the fundraiser learned about the pollution and
what it would take to clean up the historic fortress and monastery
grounds. “Armenia Fund'’s East Coast Executive Director Lisa Stepanian
was in attendance and wanted to get involved and help with this wor-
thy, life saving project,” says Mkhitarian.

The Hayastan All-Armenian Fund’s Eastern U.S. affiliate’s 2017 annual
banquet raised more than $100,000. In addition, the United Nations In-
dustrial Development Organization, the European Union Commissioner
for Development Cooperation and Humanitarian Aid and the American
nonprofit Trust for Mutual Understanding contributed $55,000.

“I would like to thank Armenia Fund USA for partnering with Pure
Earth on this project,” says Mkhitarian. “I would like to also thank Lusine
Taslakyan, who moved mountains to get the necessary approvals in or-
der to finish it.”

Before being able to start the project in October of 2018, Taslakyan
reached out to various government ministries to ask for permits. Among
those that needed to give the project the green light were the Mother
See of Holy Etchmiadzin and its chief architect. The final okay would
come from the Ministry of Culture.

In Akhtala, Father Hetum started an outreach campaign, meeting pa-
rishioners, holding town hall meetings and talking with the parents of
the children he teaches religion to at the Akhtala school. The young
clergyman used social media to reach younger generations. His out-
reach included YouTube videos and messaging about soil contami-
nation and the process that was to be implemented by the Hayastan
All-Armenian Fund.



Akhtala Monastery
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As outlined by Pure Earth/Blacksmith, the remediation process for the
Akhtala monastery began by covering the contaminated soil with a layer
of geotextile. The permeable fabric serves as a barrier between people
and the toxins. It also alerts future generations where not to dig or plant.

“The methodology required that we put a layer of topsoil on top of the ge-
otextile layer, and then put in grass to stabilize the topsoil,” says Taslakian.
“The methodology was unique, because the polluted soil had been there
for centuries. The more someone digs, the concentrations is higher. This
was the most optimal solution - to put the geotextile layer and then cover
it with clean soil we brought from the neighboring village of Shamlugh.”

When the project was completed in November of 2018, environmental-
ists returned to the site with their portable X-ray analyzer and tested the
soil around the monastery once again. Their readings for lead and other
hard metals were all within the acceptable range recommended by the
Armenian and U.S. governments.

With the neurotoxins at Akhtala monastery contained and children, tour-
ists and residents kept out of harm'’s way, the environmentalists involved
are now working on a new project to identity all possible toxic sites in Ar-
menia. Their new survey has so far identified 72 possible sites that could
potentially be polluted.

The Toxic Site Identification Program is an internet-based database with
locations where pollutants may have been dumped or stored during the
Soviet era. Once complete, the database will be shared with researchers,
environmentalists, nonprofits and government ministries to ensure toxic
pollutants like heavy metals and banned pesticides are not jeopardizing
the health of Armenians and visitors.

Annman's son Hayk
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HELPING VULNERABLE
CHILDREN AND THEIR
FAMILIES IN ARMENIA’S
NORTHEASTERN
BORDER REGION

Hayastan All-Armenian Fund’s
German Affiliate Underwrites
Red Cross Community Center

Some 200-kilometers northeast of Yerevan, a stone’s throw from the
well-guarded, heavily-armed and mined Armenian-Azerbaijani border, is
the town of Berd (fortress in Armenian). We have traveled from the cap-
ital city for more than four hours, bracing mountainous, twisted, paved
and unpaved roads to meet the Julhakyan family.

The Julhakyans are among 8,200 proud and hospitable Armenians who
call this town in the Tavush region home. Their 10th century agrarian
community is surrounded by luscious green pastures, rolling hills and
forests, yet this idyllic place is gripped in poverty.

The hero of our story is the tall and fit, 32-year-old mother of the family.
She welcomes us with a guarded expression. She's dressed in a black
tunic and bluejeans, and her black hair is neatly combed and tied in the
back. She’s hard-working, practical, optimistic, and her life is all about
securing basic essentials by farming, feeding her children, making sure
they do well at school, and keeping her home neat and clean.

Her name is ‘Annman.” Any translation of her name from Armenian
would equally match her unmatched, unequalled, unrivalled, unparal-
leled, unbeaten and unsurpassed character and life. She was in born in
Berd to a couple in their late 40s and 50s. She has one brother and no
other relatives. She still lives on her family’s small parcel of land with her
husband, Norik, and two children: 13-year-old Hayk and 12-year-old Sona.
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We have come to find out about the German Red Cross after school pro-
gram both Hayk and Sona attended year-round. The ‘Integration of Chil-
dren in Need’ outreach program served children from age six to thirteen
for two hours a day, year-round, and ended mid-April. It was funded for
the past year by the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund’s German affiliate and
needs new funding to start again.

The program was administered through two community centers in Berd
and the nearby Nerkin Karmiraghbyur. The after school and daycare pro-
gram hosted 50 children in Berd and 30 in Nerkin Karmiraghbyur. The
goal was to address the needs of neglected, needy and vulnerable chil-
dren in the region.

Staff at the community centers helped students with their homework,
read novels and lead discussions. They taught kids about fine arts and
engaged them in activities like quilling with colorful construction paper,
painting, sewing and chess.

The ‘Integration of Children in Need’ also addressed food insecurity in
the families of the children attending. The children were daily treated to
snacks and juices, and their families received food care packages every
three months.

“The 12,000 Dram ($25 USD) food baskets included nutritional essentials
such as lentils, buckwheat, flour, cooking oil and cream,” says Ani Zakary-
an, program coordinator for the German Red Cross. “The care package
also included candy and treats for the children. We also organized hol-
iday celebrations for the kids and sent home New Year's and Christmas
gifts.”

UNDERSTANDING POVERTY

Residents of Tavush remember that before the Artsakh Liberation War in
the 1990s, there was a lot of cross-border commerce. In addition to jobs
in farming and at Soviet-era factories for relay microprocessors, the re-
gion’s economy was boosted by Azerbaijanis buying produce from local
markets. In turn, Armenians would travel to the other side of the border
to shop at Azerbaijani stores teeming with all sorts of products.

The collapse of the Soviet Union and the Artsakh Liberation War turned
the region into a military hotspot. Up until the 1994 ceasefire, there were
bombings, rocket fire and sniper attacks. Hundreds of Armenians died in
the region during the war years, but what followed was a tense decade
and a half. Residents say they are always on alert, aware of the danger
mere miles away. They say they often hear gunfire and don't have peace
of mind.

In this geopolitical complexity was the economic downturn in Tavush,
joblessness and poverty. Some 30% of rural Armenians live on less than
two dollars a day. This is also a reality for Annman and her family of four,
which receives a monthly welfare check of 29,000 Drams ($60 USD).

“We have no other income,” Annman explains. “My husband cuts wood
from the forest and brings it home, so that we don't have to pay for gas to



heat the room. With those savings, | buy flour, not like others who go and
buy bread. If | can bake my own bread, | will bake it. | am strong enough
to farm my land, and | will. | just cleaned my hands before you arrived,
because it would be embarrassing to have dirt under the fingernails.”

Annman invites the four of us preparing the Hayastan All-Armenian
Fund annual report into her one-room home. It's a poverty-stricken hov-
el, made by poured cement and cinder blocks, but it's impeccably clean
and tidy. There's an outhouse in the yard, and the family bathes by bring-
ing in a tub from outside and placing it in the middle of the room.

Two of the walls in the room are covered by gift wrapping paper, used as
wallpaper. They are decorated with artwork, crochet animals and school
schedules. One wall with a hole in the middle is covered by a small wo-
ven carpet, and there’s one window. There's a wood stove and furnace in
the middle of the room, three beds with stuffed animals on each one, a
pink dresser and a small kitchen table with four rickety, wooden chairs.
An electrical wire from outside lights a bulb hanging from the cement
ceiling. A pink, see-through curtain separates the room from the kitchen
area at the entrance of the home.

“We live in the most miserable conditions, and even with this harsh, vil-
lage life, | am happy,” says Annman. “It's not a place you would live. You
wouldn't keep your animals in here. But I'm not complaining or frus-
trated. Thank God. We can keep wanting, and if | go and cry and ask for
more, nothing is going to change. I'm responsible to work to take care
of myself.”

The single-room structure is next to Annman'’s father’'s house. Her brother
invited her to live here when she married Norik in 2004. It was a way to
save on rent and was especially helpful after Norik lost two of his fingers
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in 2008. He hasn't been able to find work since. Even though he served
in the military, he's often turned down for government jobs.

“We sleep in our daytime clothing at night, so that my son doesn’t get up
in the middle of the night and see his mother’s bare legs,” says Annman.
“It would be shameful. It's not possible. | feel everything, but this is the
situation. The center was a lot of help. | would use all the food they gave
with great discipline. | didn't buy any barley or lentils. | would plan that
if they gave the food every three months, | would use just a little, so that
it lasted for three months.

NUTRITION CARE PACKAGES

For the Julhakyan family, the food care packages from the community
center were a big help. She and others whose children were enrolled
hope that it'll receive funding and open its doors again. Annman says
used conservatively and by rationing carefully, she used the care pack-
ages to keep the family fed. The rest of their food comes from the small
parcel of land on her family’'s property.

“We grow everything - potatoes,
beans, cucumbers, tomatoes, on-
ions, garlic. Everything that we
can grow, we grow except for
cabbage, which we buy,” says An-
nman. “I work the land with my
son and daughter from morn-
ing until night. Our pantry is full
of 200 jars of canned, preserved
and pickled foods, all from our
land. We open a pumpkin jar or
tomato jar and make a meal out
of it. The neighbors don't know if
we're eating eggs or barbecued
meats. Whether | eat fried eggs or
barbecued meats, I'm the same
person.”

Still, day-to-day life is a financial
struggle for the family. Norik finds
work where he can, sometimes
digging an entire grave for 5,000
AMD ($10 USD). He turns any-
thing he earns over to Annman,
who manages the family’s financ-
es and records each Dram spent in a notebook. Unlike other women, she
says, she has never bought or used makeup or colored her hair. She say
she uses whatever money the family has for essentials like soap, toilet
paper and matches.

“I don’t have enough money to buy Hayk new athletic shoes, so he can
play on the football (soccer) team,” says Annman. “You can see his shoes




on the porch. They're torn and coming apart. There's a hole in Sona'’s
shoe. This morning, Hayk went out and collected Sintruk (edible and
medicinal wildflower known as Solomon’s Seal). He sold half of them for
2,500 AMD ($5 USD), and we put the other half of them aside to cook
and eat.”

Hayk wants to be a football (soccer) player when he grows up, and Sona
wants to be either a dancer or judge. While she has excelled at her stud-
ies and helps other children at the community center with their school-
work, reality is sinking in on Hayk. He says he realized he may never be
professional player. His family doesn’t have the means to buy him new
shoes, let alone send him to Yerevan for football camp or enroll him for
training or hire a coach.

As Hayk's childhood dreams die, he has to think about being drafted for
military service and being sent to the front lines to put his life on the life
for his country. In the reality of no peace and no war, there are often cross
border attacks, injuries and deaths. Some 300 incidents of ceasefire vio-
lations were announced in the week ahead of April 24, 2019.

For families like the Julhakyans, there is little choice but make peace
with the harsh economic and political realities dealt to residents of rural
Armenia. Without work, without significant government assistance, they
are forced to exercise self reliance and be grateful for what little they
have.

EPILOGUE

Once outside, the four of us chronicling poverty open our wallets, with-
out saying a word to each other. We collect the bills we have into one
pile. We go back in and hand the money to Annman. She says she can’t
accept it. Take it, we say, buy shoes for the kids. Let them dream.

Thousands of People Receive Free
Medical and Surgical Services in the
Tavush Region & Artsakh

60-year-old Grisha Khachikyan is a typical Armenian villager: industrious,
honest, good-hearted, generous and personable -- much like others who
live off their orchards and pastures in the rolling hills of the picturesque,
bountiful town of Noyemberyan. The town of five thousand in northeast-
ern Armenia’s Tavush region was named by the Soviets in celebration of
the Red Army'’s invasion into Armenia. Noyemberyan sits a mere one and
a half miles from Armenia’s border with Azerbaijan.

Grisha has a sturdy and muscular physique. He wears a mustache and
has short-cropped salt and pepper hair. He works as a groundskeeper
and tends beautiful daisies for work. He farms his own land and grows
fruits and vegetables. He even built his own truck with a doorless cab,
a blue hood and open cargo bed. He used to work as a builder up until
his injury.

“I was very sick and had an abdominal hernia,” Grisha says. “The pain
was so bad that | couldn’'t do physical work. | had a business and an
orchard to run and also worked in construction. But everything came to
a grinding halt.”

Grisha, like tens of thousands in Armenia, couldn’t afford surgery, and
he didn’t quality for free medical care. When he heard the Hayastan
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Grisha Khachikyan with Dr George Mutafyan

All-Armenian Fund’'s Western U.S. affiliate, Armenia Fund, was bringing
doctors and nurses from the U.S. on a medical mission, he thought he
would apply to have his hernia repaired.

For the past four years, Armenia Fund has teamed up with Adventist
Health Glendale hospital for the ‘Compassion in Action’ initiative. Teams
of some 60 doctors, nurses and specialists travel to Armenia and Artsakh
to perform hundreds of surgeries and consult with thousands of pa-
tients. They also donate state-of-the-art medical equipment and med-
ications.

“I was thrilled when | heard about the mission, and | wanted to try my
luck. That's it,” Grisha says. “Both before and after the surgery, those won-
derful doctors and nurses treated me with extraordinary compassion. |
am so grateful to Dr. George Mutafyan, Dr. Tsovinar Tekkelian and Ra-
mella Markarian. Dr. Mutafyan promised he would bring me the larger
mesh that | needed, and he followed through on his promise. He came
back the next year and operated on me again. They gave me a new lease
on life.”

Grisha says he was overjoyed when he was told Dr. Mutafyan weeped
when he watched an Armenia Fund Facebook video chronicling the
care he received. Dr. Mutafyan says the video touched his heart.

“We go to Armenia and do this mission for people like Grisha,” says Dr.
Mutafyan. “Seeing him go back to work and feel healthy is amazing. It
was my pleasure to do your surgery, Grisha.”
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COMPASSION IN ACTION

Between September 22 and October 5, 2018, a team of 68 volunteer
medical professionals spent five days at the Noyemberyan Hospital in
the Tavush region of Armenia and at the Stepanakert Republican Med-
ical Center in Artsakh. The team provided an extensive range of free
medical services including primary and specialty care, various tests and
screenings, and surgeries.

“The scale and scope of our 2018 medical mission have been unprece-
dented, and we couldn't be happier with the results,” says Maria Mehra-
nian, President of Armenia Fund. “The goals of our missions are to help
build the capabilities of medical institutions through training, knowl-
edge transfer, and technological assistance, and to provide medical care
to economically-vulnerable populations.”

The volunteer healthcare professionals have given up their vacation
and personal time to participate in the medical missions over the past
four years. Their annual visits to Noyemberyan and Stepanakert enables
them to provide healthcare for thousands of low-income patients from
villages, towns and cities. The two hospitals the medical mission visits
prepare for these mission months in advance.

“The doctors from California are really good-hearted, very personable,
always wearing a smile and very loving,” says Dr. Garunik Ghushchyan,
Director of Noyemberyan Medical Center. “Their training and expertise
are naturally off the charts. Personality-wise, they're quite different from
local doctors. And when they interact with our doctors, our doctors im-
prove their medical know-how and their bedside manners as well.”

In addition to the primary and specialty care provided last year, doctors
from California performed eight gynecological and eight general sur-
geries and helped 2,650 patients in Noyemberyan. They then treated
1,040 patients in Stepanakert and provided free prescribed medications
to more than 2,500 patients in Noyemberyan and Stepanakert.

Last year's mission to Noyemberyan focused on women's health and or-
thopedic interventions. Doctors made 550 orthopedic joint injections
and provided care in internal medicine, cardiology, oncology, pulmonol-
ogy, neurology, and pediatrics. They performed gynecological surgeries
and procedures including Pap smears, and they promised to donate a
mammography scanner on their next mission.

At the Stepanakert hospital, the doctors performed 33 general surger-
ies; 18 orthopedic surgeries including total knee replacements and ar-
throscopies; 35 ophthalmological surgeries; ten hysterectomies; 60 Pap
smears; 17 cardiological, neurological, electrophysiological cath-lab pro-
cedures; 112 gastroenterology procedures including endoscopies and
colonoscopies; 100 oncology consultations; and dialysis treatments and
consultations for 45 patients.
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Armenian Fund Adventist Health Medical Mission to Armenia

NOYEMBERYAN HOSPITAL

The Noyemberyan hospital was built in 1962, and Dr. Garunik would see
doctors for check-ups there. When she was young, she dreamt of being
a concert pianist; but her uncle, a Moscow-based and Soviet-honored
physician inspired her to consider medicine.

“Our facility was reinforced after an earthquake in 1997, but it was left in
an extremely dire condition until 2010. That's when the Hayastan All-Ar-
menian Fund renovated and equipped our hospital,” says Dr. Garunik.
“The Himnadram also gave us two new, fully equipped ambulances and
has since sent us state-of-the-art equipment including anesthesia ma-
chines and heart monitors.”

Dr. Garunik joined the hospital in 1996 after finishing medical school in
Yerevan. She returned to practice in Noyemberyan, where her family and
her husband’s families live. She remembers that before the renovations,
everything at the hospital was falling apart. She says electrical wiring was
in disrepair, tangled in knots, windows and frames were damaged, walls
were peeling, and the facility was dire straits.

“We didn't have a continuous water supply, and the boiler room outside
was old and unable to heat the water and warm the hospital efficiently,”
Dr. Garunik says. “We had to heat the rooms with electric space heaters.
But now with the new boiler room, we have no water issues and no heat-
ing issues. Everything is warm, normal and new.”

Dr. Garunik was promoted to her management position two years ago,
and she says the most prevalent medical issues they face are diabetes,
hypertension, heart disease and lots of traumas from accidents. She says
the number of childbirths has dwindled from an all-time high of 350
annually to 211 last year.

“We have a serious shortages of doctors in all the regional hospitals and
clinics,” she says. “We have asked the Ministry of Health for help, and
they are aware of the shortage. They are thinking about implementing
an initiative to send new medical school graduates to rural hospitals for
at least three to five years.

“The Himnadram’s medical missions help a lot,” she says. “For us, it's a
very happy, joyful occasion, because we interact and associate with ex-
perts. Each interaction is beneficial to us, and that's the biggest value
they bring. They build self-confidence in us, and we learn from practicing
medicine with them. For example, we are able to perform hysterecto-
mies and laparoscopic surgeries better.”

Dr. Garunik says she and her staff are collectively very grateful to the
doctors from California and the Himnadram. She says locals are so eager
to receive free medical consultations and care that they line up hours in
advance of their appointments during the medical missions.

For Grisha and other villages, the medical missions are not just life-chang-
ing visits. To them, it's evidence that their compatriots from thousands of
miles away really care and want to do something about their healthcare
needs.

“They travel a long distance and sacrifice their time off to work 12-hour
days,” says Grisha. “We understand the sacrifices and are overwhelmed
that they care. The doctors are showing us that there is humanity left in
the world. We want them to come again but not for surgeries. We want
them to come as our guests, so we can share a meal and celebrate.”
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Ekserciyan Sports Complex in Ditavan
Is Latest Rural Development Project
Sponsored by Argentinian Family

When the late-Argentinian philanthropist Armen Ekserciyan first toured
the small, border village of Ditavan in 2007, he found it so badly dilapi-
dated that he said its infrastructure had to be fixed if the village was to
be saved. Since their first visit to the Tavush region village, the benefactor
and his family have donated more than $1.5 million. The Ekserciyans have
sponsored infrastructure development projects and improved the lives of
the 413 hospitable and personable villagers, who live on the side of a hill
one mile from the Azerbaijani border.

Ditavan's luscious green surroundings are are nothing but cinematic.
The village is made up of hilly roads, orchards and pastures, surrounded
by forests. Its citizens are larger-than-life. They took up arms to protect
their village during the Artsakh Liberation War when Azerbaijan targeted
them. Because of its strategically important location, the villagers are
always ready, have an emergency preparedness plan, and a new under-
ground bomb shelter -- funded by the Ekserciyan family.
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The Ekserciyans’ first visit to Ditavan was coordinated by the Hayastan
All-Armenian Fund to find donors for its Rural Development Program.
The initiative, adopted by the Himnadram’s Board of Trustees in 2007,
targets Armenia’s border villages. The program works in concert with
Armenia’s government to strengthen rural communities, especially in
regions that have dilapidated infrastructure, lack employment opportu-
nities, and are under threat of depopulation.

“Mr. Armen and Mrs. Nadia Ekserciyan started their charity work by com-
pletely renovating our community center in 2009,” says Ditavan Mayor
Hakob Saribekyan. “The center is our municipal headquarters and also
houses the village nurse. It's used for all sorts of gatherings from celebra-
tions to town hall meetings. The community center also serves as a library
and has a computer room.”

The Ekserciyans’ first project was building the village’'s gas distribution
network and bringing gas into every home. Gasification was important
since villagers would either have to use expensive electricity or wood
from the nearby forests for heating and cooking. Chopping down the
ancient forests of Tavush was depleting a natural resource and causing
landslides during heavy rains.

“Our Argentinian-Armenian donors also helped the Himnadram build a
water supply system,” say Hakop. “The Ekserciyans built our new school
in 2012. And last year, they built the sports complex and kindergarten. All
that from one family since 2007."

The new, state-of-the-art Ekserciyan Sports Complex opened its doors
in June of 2018. It is a two-story gym and has some 5,500-square-feet of
space, a large paved yard, and well-groomed lawns. The facility is used as
a gym by the students from the school next door.

The gym has a large basketball and volleyball court, and it is equipped
with heaters to keep the students warm during the freezing winter
months. The building also boasts two locker rooms and showers, and it
has storage area for athletic gear.

Part of the the second floor of the new building houses the village's new
kindergarten facility. It began to enroll students in March of 2019 and has
ten students. There’s also a kitchen on the second floor that serves the
preschoolers and a loft-like dining area with chairs and tables overlook-
ing the gym floor.

“It's a beautiful gym, and our school teachers coach the kids during phys-
ical training and various sports classes,” says Hakob. “We also host basket-
ball and volleyball tournaments, races and other athletic competitions. If
the kids want to use it on off days, we open it. We live in a small village,
so all you have to do is ask someone from the school to unlock the doors,
and we unlock it.”

NEW SCHOOL

The Ekserciyans financed the construction of the new Ditavan school,
which opened its doors in April of 2013. The two-story building and fur-
nishings cost nearly $650,000. The school has 39 enrolled students and
enough room to have up to 60. It's fully equipped with electricity, heat-
ing and its own septic tank.

“When my husband and | visited Ditavan, we learned that the communi-
ty needed a better school,” says Nadya Eskerciyan. “But since there were
other, even more pressing issues facing the village at the time, we opted
to tackle them first. Today, Armen and | are so very gratified to see the
happy faces of students and teachers.”

The previous school was constructed in 1930 and had fallen into disrepair.
The old school was made out of wood and had no foundation. Because
it lacked room, additional metal bungalows were used to hold classes.
These spaces had no temperature controls, so students were never com-
fortable.
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“Who would've thought that one day a family like the Ekserciyans would
visit our village and go on to fundamentally improve our quality of life,”
says school principal Armen Hakhverdyan. “We are so proud of the fact
that such caring individuals stand by us.”

Going above and beyond infrastructure development, the Ekserciyans
provide low-income couples allowances for getting married and for each
child they add to their families. The goal to help out is to keep families in
the village and have them contribute to agricultural-development proj-
ects being carried out in the village.

To help villagers increase their harvests, the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund
French affiliate constructed a 10-mile irrigation canal that serves Ditavan
and three other nearby villages. Access to nearby spring water allowed
the village to farm close to all of its land. Before the canal, only 30% of the
village's farmland was in use. Some of the farmland is not usable, because
it is always under the threat of Azerbaijani snipers.

“We had a lot of families emigrate in the 1990s,” says Hakob. “Now, we
have men who go to Russia to earn a thousand or $1,500 compared to the
$200 they would earn if they had a job here. Low income is the difficulty

we are dealing with in our village now. We have to start thinking about
high-profit vegetables and fruits. If a villager is able to irrigate and plant
two hectares (5 acres) of land, we can earn an income of $10,000 a year,
instead of the four thousand he'll earn by going away and working for four
months in Russia.”

The Argentinian affiliate of the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund has also
built 100 greenhouses in Tavush; 21 of them are in Ditavan. The thousand-
square-foot metal framed greenhouses are able to produce a higher yield
of crops and produce a harvest over a long period of time. Families who
received a greenhouse were also provided seeds and technical consulta-
tions to help them use the greenhouses to their full capability. It helps
them have access to more produce and sell the surplus.

Ditavan’s mayor says 21 families with multiple children or handicapped
members will soon receive solar water heaters, thanks to the Himnadram.
A group of engineering professors and their students will install the solar
equipment to learn on the job.

“Solar power will help cut down their gas costs,” says Hakob. “The village
school and the community center will also receive solar panels to produce
electricity. The electricity produced will go into the grid and be credited
to their electric bill.”

Ditavan's mayor says the revitalization of his village was the work of gen-
erous donors from more than 8300 miles away. He says he’s grateful to
the Ekserciyans and their commitments to Ditavan. He knows that others
in the diaspora and the synergy they create with the homeland can bring
new life into Armenia’s 190 other border villages.

FUND BUILDS 115
GREENHOUSES IN
TAVUSH REGION
TO PREVENT FOOD
INSECURITY

Enabling Residents of Border
Villages to Produce Better and
More Abundant Crops Helps
Stop Depopulation

The Biblical people of Armenia have cultivated and lived off the soil of
their ancestral homelands for millennia. Archeologists have evidence of
farming in the Armenian highlands to the east and to the west of Mount
Ararat dating back ten thousand years.

The oldest winery in the world is in a cave in Areni -- a two-hour drive
southeast of Armenia’s capital Yerevan. Researchers also found a grape
press, drinking bow! and fermentation jars dating back 6,100 years ago.
The cave is in the same area where archeologists discovered the world'’s
older leather shoe, which dates back to 3,500 years before Christ.
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Flash forward to the new millennium, the post-independence, post-Sovi-
et, post-Velvet Revolution Armenia, a nation much smaller than Historic
Armenia, yet still inhabited by the industrious, salt-of-the-earth people,
tilling the soil, sowing their seeds, irrigating, harvesting and enjoying the
fruits of their farmwork.

In the era of e-commerce, Amazon, Facebook, iPhones and Instagram,
15% of the Republic of Armenia’s annual gross domestic product comes
from cultivating plants and livestock. Agriculture returns $2 million to the
nation’s economy and employs 37% of Armenia’s population. The repub-
lic’'s National Statistical Committee reports there are 1,600 food produc-
ing business. Out of a population of three million, 320,000 families farms
their 3.5 acre parcels of land.

GROWTH OF AGRICULTURE IN TAVUSH

To mitigate hardships facing Armenia’s farming families, especially those
in border villages that are at risk of being depopulated, the Hayastan
All-Armenian Fund built 115 greenhouses in the northeastern Tavush re-
gion. With a minimal investment of $400 from each family, the Himnad-
ram spent $5,500 to construct each greenhouse.

The greenhouse initiative is part of the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund's
comprehensive and innovative rural development project in Tavush. The
goal of installing greenhouses was to ensure family farm maximized the
use of their land, kept their harvests safe from the elements, created
enough food to feed themselves, and cultivated more crops to sell.

When news circulated that the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund was going
to build greenhouses, the Amirjanian family from the town of Aygehovit
was among the first to sign up for the lottery organized by the Himnad-
ram. Once applicants were selected, their greenhouses were built, and
they were given seeds and technical support to ensure they had thor-
ough knowledge of best greenhouse practices.

“Let’s just say one of these greenhouses ensures one family has enough
food,” says 53-year-old Hovsep Amirjanyan, a Aygehovit native. “We are
happy. We are very pleased. We produce all that we need to eat, includ-
ing tomatoes, cucumber, peppers, onions, greens, mints and beans.”

Residents of 11 communities in the Tavush region were invited to putin a
bid for a greenhouse. Each round selected 20-25 families from the villag-
es of Voskevan, Artsvaberd, Koti, Nerkin Tsaghkavan, Berdavan, Aygehovit,
Koghb, Zorakan, Ditavan, Kirants and Khachardzan. Families not chosen
in one draw were welcomed to apply again for the next round until all
the families who wanted a greenhouse received one.

“The greenhouses are a great help because they create a better environ-
ment and keep the temperature high,” says Hovsep. “It saves the same
produce we plant outside from being spoiled by hail, rain or sun. The
greenhouse also makes the crop grow faster, so we are able to harvest
twice in one season. We plant in the autumn, and the crops continue to
grow through January. Some greens and onions stay green year-round.’
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The metal-framed greenhouses are covered with high-quality polycar-
bonate and polyethylene and have a thousand square-feet of space. They
are naturally heated by the sun, which is out abundantly in Armenia. In
addition to keeping plants safe from extreme cold and heat, rain and
hail, greenhouses allow for longer growing seasons.

The yield and the quality of crops grown in greenhouses are also better.
Farmers and consumers agree the crops produced in greenhouses are
better tasting and better flavored. For irrigation, Himnadram-installed
pumping stations bring in water from nearby forests, rivers and springs.
Once the pipes reach family farms, plants in greenhouses are irrigated
with water-saving drip systems that reach the roots of plants and mini-
mize evaporation.

SALT OF THE EARTH PEOPLES

Hovsep Amirjanyan tends his family farm with the help of his 30-year-
old son Armenag, who teaches history at the Aygehovit school. Armenag
studied music at university and also DJ's local weddings and celebra-
tions. In addition to being a farmer, teacher, husband and father, Arme-
nag also videotapes all the local celebrations. He's the town'’s jack-of-all-
trades and takes after his father, who can fix anything mechanical.

Hovsep built his two-story home with his own hands; the family's original
home was damaged in the 1988 Spitak earthquake. Hovsep is also the
one neighbors come to when they need their land tended. The town
collectively farms about 250 acres of vineyards, and Hovsep is often hired
by his neighbors to use the community-owned combine harvester to cut
wheat and till the soil for planting.

“I rent the combine harvester from the town administration for $20 a day
and charge $70 dollars to harvest other people’s land,” explains Hovsep.
“Some of the land is near the border and within range of Azerbaijani fire,
but | accept the work the others in town won't risk doing.”

Danger from enemy fire is an everyday reality for the Amirjanian family
and their neighbors in their border town. During the Artsakh Liberation
War, a friend who had just visited them was leaving. While they were all
sitting on their porch and their guest was leaving, a rocket hit and killed
their guest. Since then, their two-story house has been hit by gunfire and
has had to be repaired several times.

If it's not gunfire, hail storms and pests can also wreak havoc on border
village farmers. “Last year, when we were ready to pick the crop of grapes
to sell to the Ararat cognac company, a hailstorm destroyed 50% of the
crop,” explains Armenag. “The new vines that were damaged last year are
already breaking this year. We harvested and sold some grapes last year,
but a very small amount. The loss was big.”

Another challenge for the family, like for many other farming commu-
nities in rural Armenia, is the lack of new equipment. The harvester the
community is using is ready for the wrecking yard. Its engine stopped
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Armenag, Hovsep's son

working a few years back, but Hovsep rented a crane, took the engine
out and refurbished it. Armenag says they badly need a new harvester,
because the one they have is destroying plants as it harvests crops like
wheat.

Through hardship, the threat of enemy fire and unstable natural ele-
ments, Armenia’s farmers continue to buckle down and readily tackle
whatever problem is thrown their way. Families in Tavush that have re-
ceived greenhouses from the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund are grateful,
because their food sustenance and livelihood are assured. But if they
want to improve their community’s, regional and national economies,
they need better access to more irrigation water and financing for stur-
dier and stronger equipment to be able to fully utilize their land.

PART 1

Artsakh is one of the most beautiful, still unspoiled and untouched cor-
ners of the world. Its stunning views of an enchanting and phenomenal
geography are right out of a fairytale, a popular Netflix fantasy series or
the actualization of Tolkien's fabled Middle Earth. The republic is a living
history book about legends, tales of kings and queens, artifacts from the
Stone Age, and modern-day heroes -- armed with guns and algorithms.

Spring brings a season of lushness and panoramic greenery to the rolling
hills shrouded in fog, to the endless meadows with scatterings of yel-
low and red poppies, and to the never-ending forests with snow-capped
summits on its horizons. Artsakh is a portal into a place and time that
many foreigners have yet to discover -- a majestic republic with bound-
less beauty, mystery and possibility.
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Azat Adamyan, Bardak Pub, Stepanakert
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Artsakh's inexplicable, magnetic pull has kept its passionate people tied
to their land, defending it through history, liberating it from oppressors
and guarding it with their lives. Countless modern-day heroes laid their
lives on the frontlines in the 1990s and during the four-day war of 2016.
They kept this slice of heaven on earth in Armenian hands, and their
progeny continues keeping the enemy at bay.

This historic and storied place is now drawing an international cast of
characters -- men and women in search of what cannot be found in the
world outside the portal of this unique 21Ist century political enigma, a
place unrecognized but very much in existence.

Word of mouth media and a little bit of social media bring people from
unimaginable places to this unimaginable land. There are extreme tour-
ists, travelers who seek unrecognized republics, and ‘early adopters,” who
want to be the first to visit the coolest and newest place before their
peers.

PART 2

Azat (freedom in Armenian) Adamyan greets each of the foreigners and
locals who come to his pub in the capital city of Stepanakert with a firm
handshake. He is a short, muscled man with a shaved head and beard.

The ceiling of his pub is draped with the flags of nations from where his
guests have hailed -- Finland, the UK, the US, Poland, Argentina, Nige-
ria, Namibia, China, Japan, Chili, United Arab Emirates, South Africa and
Guatemala. A disco ball strobes a prism of colors onto the walls and the
faces of those in the bar.

Foreigners find their way to Azat’s fascinating and intriguing pub in ‘the
land of two river valleys, where Noah's descendants first settled. The peo-
ple named after the two rivers, Kur and Arax, have lived in this land for
more than eight thousand years and are as strong in character and phy-
sique as the mountains that surrounded them.

Perhaps it was these two rivers where the Garden of Eden is said to have
been, and not the biblically-referenced Tigris and Euphrates. Perhaps
Artsakh was the original paradise, the place where Adam and Eve were
given life. Perhaps Artsakh is where the Sun was born from the Earth and
hurdled into the sky by God.

The Kura-Araxes people, the people of the two river valleys, date back
some six thousand years. They were known for farming, keeping livestock
and viticulture. Their reputation preceded them for their wine-making
and for pottery that made its way to far-away lands through the Silk
Road. They were also know to have worked with gold, silver, bronze and
tin.

For as long as there have been people in this land, minstrels and later 5th
century Armenian historian Movses Khorenatsi have chronicles the land’s
storied past. One fable about how Artsakh was named is that it refers to
forests of Ara the Handsome (Ara Geghtsik in Armenian) from the 9th
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century before the Common Era. Another is about King Artashes (Artax-
ias in Greek) from 180 BC, and his name being the etymology of Artsakh.

When Armenian kingdoms covered the vast span of land from the Cas-
pian to Mediterranean seas, King Ataxias fell in love with the a princess
from a nomadic north Caucasus people called the Alans, who tried un-
successfully to invade Armenia.

The Armenians captured the Alanian king's son; and when his sister
came to beg for his return, the Armenian king fell in love with her. The
folklore of their love continues in the local tradition of people, like Azat,
opening their homes and accepting all visitors with love.

PART 3

Azat's pub is called Bardak, which means ‘mess.’ Its walls are a pastiche
of posters, photos and vinyl record that speak of countercultures, revolu-
tionaries and what was cool in various decades of the 20th century. From
Che Guevara to the Beatles, from Marilyn Monroe to Fidel Castro, from
the rock-and-roll band Queen to Elvis, the photos of these personalities
bring them back to life.

On display are typewriters -- a vintage manual Hemingway would use
and an early electric with broken keys. There are reel-to-reel magnet-
ic audiotape recorders and a Super 8 film projector. There is a 1960s
wall-mounted dial phone and mobile phones -- the can’t-do-without
modern-day object of humanity’s addiction -- nailed to the wall like Je-
sus Christ.

In the center of a collection of extended play vinyl records, there is a pho-
to of the founder of the Soviet Union, Vladimir Lenin. On the speakers,
blaring loudly is the German rock band Rammestein and its controver-
sial new song, Deutschland. A laptop nearby from whence the music is
broadcasting displays the music video and a woman, Mother Germany,
giving birth to a dog.

Reality has stopped at Bardak's; the rules of the outside world don’t ap-
ply. This is perhaps the Twilight Zone, a portal where a new generation
is emerging and writing its own rules and its own will. Strangers from



far-away places are forced to sit together on picnic tables and propose
toasts. Some take swigs from bottles of Kilikia beer; others sip mint tea.
A few inhale the apple-scented vapors from the shisha, a water pipe for
smoking tobacco.

When he's not tending bar, Azat -- a former soldier, a paramedic, a mu-
sician, and mix martial arts champion -- leads extreme tours around the
wondrous natural majesty of canyons and valleys stretching from the
green-forested Mrav mountains to the north to the monastery-dotted
Artsakh mountains to the south.

One of the most popular spots tourists want to go is the surrealistic Zon-
tik (umbrella in Russian) waterfall. The stop on the world-famous Janapar
Hiking Trail is a site everyone must see. Spring water from the plateau
upon which Shushi sits, pours down vertical cliffs to the Hunyott Canyon
and over a majestic moss-covered, dome-shaped cave that resembles an
umbrella.

PART 4

A 20-minute walk from Zontik is the now-legendary village of Karin Tak,
which means below-the-rock. That rock is the mountain-top plateau,
where the historic Armenian city of Shushi is located. When Shushi was
captured by Azerbaijani forces, Azerbaijanis showered the village of Karin
Tak with bullets and bombs. The enemy also rolled burning tires from
the hills above, hoping to kill the residents of the village or force them to
abandon their homes and their farms.

“The whole village was surrounded on the night of January 25, 1992
remembers 55-year-old Karin Tak resident Anush Balasanyan. “When the
sun came up, two Azerbaijani battalions were entering the village. My
husband had just come home after his shift at the military post, and
the shooting began again. He left immediately and said the Turks had
entered the village. They fired from the cliff on the village and killed three
people. My husband was also injured.”
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The men in the village took up arms and wouldn't budge. A 12-hour fire-
fight ensued and more than 200 Azerbaijani soldiers were killed. The
Azerbaijani Defense Minister announced its forces had led a ‘disastrous
sortie out of Shushi to capture the Armenian village of Karin Tak’ and
that dozens of Azerbaijani soldiers had died. The enemy called Karin Tak
“the bloody gorge.”

“After that night, they were firing constantly,” says Anush. “One of the
rockets fell in our yard, and | saw smoke rising from the yard. The house
would have gone up in flames, but villagers came to the rescue. | was for-
tunate that at that time they did not open fire on us. If at that moment,
the enemy had continued to fire, we would not be able to put out the
fire and save anything.”

Most of the 650 villagers didn’'t abandon their homes, farms and birth-
place, even though the attacks continued. Villagers would stay in their
basements and shelters during the day, and they would come out at
night to water their farms and harvest their foods.

Though the village suffered a lot of damage, it was safe once again after
Armenian forces drove out Azerbaijanis from Shushi on May 9, 1992. The
Liberation War ended with a ceasefire in 1994, and a new legend was
added to the history of Artsakh: the heroic self-defense of a village that
wouldn’t bow down to the invading army.

Following the ceasefire, the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund built a new
electricity substation and network and a potable-water network for the
village. The Himnadram also built a new community center, a new kin-
dergarten and completely renovated the school's gym.

To help the village economy, the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund finished
the installation of 149 solar water heaters in 2018. This insures each of
the 149 houses in the community has hot water year-round. Solar panels
installed on the roofs heat water in tanks when the sun is out. They also
keeps the water hot in the insulated tanks on overcast days. Tank sizes
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vary and range from 100 liters to 300 liters. The size of the tank was de-
termined by calculating 50 liters per each person living in a house.

The Balasanyans of Karin Tak are one of the families benefiting from
the solar water heaters. The head of the household is Anush, and she is
taking care of her late older son’s two children, who were abandoned
by their Russian mother. The family receives about $500 a month from
welfare and pensions and must take care of itself with that amount. The
new solar water heater is saving them $20 a month -- money which they
would’'ve spent on gas.

Anush used to work for the Karin Tak branch of the Stepanakert light
factory. Her job was to assemble fluorescent light fixtures that dotted all
Soviet-era buildings. But after the collapse of the Soviet Union, the light
factory shut its doors. Others in the village who worked at the silk factory
in Karin Tak also lost their jobs.

Now villagers try to find work in Stepanakert or plant vegetables and
fruits in their family farms to help feed their families. Anush'’s family and
the 148 other families are all grateful for their new solar water heaters
and for the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund bringing their destructed vil-
lage back to life.

PART 5

When the four-day war broke out in 2016, young men from all over Art-
sakh and Armenia followed the example set by the villagers of Karin Tak.
They put on their fatigues and went to the front lines. Among them was
Azat, the friendly Stepanakert barkeeper. The MMA fighter, paramedic,
violin and viola player, and tour guide told his parents he was going out
on a hike and went to register with the military.

Azat was deployed to the northern town of Talish, where Azerbaijani sol-
diers had infiltrated the line of contact and killed three elderly villagers.
He served two weeks in violent line of contact before he was sent to the
so-called Yeghnik (deer in Armenian) posts in the mountains overlooking
Azerbaijan.

Even though Azat knows the dangers posed by the political stalemate
his country faces, he is hell-bent on igniting the tourism business in this
majestic sliver of land. In addition to his bar, he leads tourists and locals
on hikes and offers excursions in his jeep. He has also purchased a re-
tired school bus, which he is making into a trailer that will sleep travelers
hitchhiking through Artsakh.

“If you really want to understand what's happening to our people, you
have to read Dashtents’ the Call of Ploughmen,” says Mher, who brings
a round of beers to customers sitting around a picnic table at Bardak.
“It's difficult to summarize, but did you know that General Antranik had
a battle in the Hrazdan Gorge against another Armenian unit? The rea-
son the Bolsheviks were able to take over the first republic was because
Armenians were fighting each other over lofty principles and ideologies.”
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Karin Tak Village

Across the table from Mher is a Phoenician-Lebanese telecom tech
named Nicolas. He's been living in Artsakh for more than five years and
feels right at home. “Can you imagine Lebanon is about the same size
as Artsakh, and it has six million people,” he says. “Compare that to here,
where there is maybe about a hundred thousand people.”

As a couple from Holland and Finland bids farewell to everyone in the
bar, the dialogue with Mher and Nicholas continues. Areg Balayan, a
photographer and street artist, listens while he draws on the table with a
thick black marker. He's creating one of his signature caricatures he calls
blojiks (colloquial for little bugs). Areg has left dozens of blojiks on the
tables and walls at Bardak. Tourists from around the world love his art
and follow him with the hashtag blojik.

Azat comes to the table to show an ancient clay or stone bull nose ring
he discovered on one his recent hikes. He says he also discovered a mum-
mified cat in a clay vase. “Everywhere you look here, every place you dig,
there are artifacts waiting to be discovered,” he says.

The extreme tourists visiting Bardak from the most remote corners of the
world must be on to something. They have discovered a place unlike any
other, and they want to be here before anyone else comes. They want to
say that they saw the Republic of Artsakh at its infancy, before it became
a popular tourism destination.

This land of ancient treasures and untapped natural resources was
farmed to its full capacity in the Soviet era. Yet today, only under ten per-
cent of Artsakh’s farmable land is being used and the country is sparsely
populated. Yet, Armenians worldwide worry about how this fledgling,
young republic will find its way in the world. They worry about reclaiming
historic, western Armenia, while their land in Artsakh sits idle.

If this enchanted land that birthed the Sun and was perhaps the Garden
of Eden could be as populated as Lebanon, the worry that losing Artsakh
would be the last chapter of Armenian history would be no more.

God’'s bounty in blessed Artsakh cannot only feed the republic’s popu-
lation, but also the world. It can be the breadbasket and fruit plate like
California’s San Joaquin Valley. When more people come to inhabit this
enchanted land, Artsakh’s villages will light up every night by hundreds
of thousands of lights. An illuminated skyline will tell the world Artsakh
is here to stay. The world will know the people of Artsakh continue to be
as legendary as their freedom fighters during the Liberation War and its
brave, fearless kings and noblemen when Armenia stretched from sea
to sea.

PREFACE, YEREVAN
(Friday, May 10, 2019)

Operatic soprano and internationally renowned superstar Isabel Bayrak-
darian’s renditions of hymns and folk music echo in my sunny Yerevan
room as | stare at my Macbook. My assignment is to write about a com-
munity center built by the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund in the village of
Tumi in the Republic of Artsakh.

Five days remain until our deadline for stories chronicling the Himnad-
ram’s accomplishments in 2018, but the successes, the facts and figures,
the dozens of villagers’ stories we have heard over the past month, the
thousands of years of Armenian history, and the extremes of emotions
felt are simply overwhelming.
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For the past 20 years, I've written about drive-by shootings, county fairs
and city council meetings in the U.S. I've tried to make sense of Wall
Street and the White House and have used exciting adjectives to de-
scribe the wild weather while working in New York. For the past six
years, I've lived in the Arabian desert and chronicled the battles against
Islamic State, the civil war in Syria and the Yemeni rebellion and the
Saudi intervention.

Each year, the highlight of my work in television has been volunteering
as a host of the annual Armenia Fund Thanksgiving Day Telethon. It's
the one day when | can think good thoughts while working in television.
It's the one day that you see what makes people, our people, so special.
It's the one day | feel boundless love and a sense of a global Armenian
community coming together during a 12-hour, virtual celebration.

To pay the rent and buy caffeine, I've penned and voiced television news
reports about endless terror attacks around the world, suicide bombers
in Afghanistan and Iraq, school shootings in the U.S. and the exemplary
Velvet Revolution in Armenia. Most of these stories have written them-
selves, and now a story about a community center has sunk me into a
labyrinth of unexpected thoughts.

In this labyrinth, Isabel sings sacred hymns and ageless but ancient
plow songs saved for eternity by ethnomusicology and priest Komitas,
the savior of Armenian music. Volumes could be written about his ge-
nius and his tragic days. Isabel channels him and has had thousands
of articles and videos posted on the internet of all things. In these two
stars’ songs are captured the soul of a people, an ancient yet timeless
people -- a nation that is able to survive any and all adversities, including
the current ones facing the twin modern-day Armenian republics.

Observing the infrastructures built, the potable water systemes, irrigation
pumps, gas and electric networks, the schools, kindergartens, commu-
nity centers, greenhouses, hospitals, clinics and roads built by selfless
Hayastan All-Armenian Fund donors from around the world is nothing
short of what Isabel sings of -- holiness. Donors from Los Angeles to
Sidney, from Gyumri to Stepanakert, from Beirut to Buenos Aires and
anywhere Armenians call home have done nothing short of holy work
by reaching from all remote corners of the world to do what they can
for their ancestral and holy homeland.

Like their ancestors who built shrines atop mountains to be closer to
God, recite their prayers, clear their minds, ask for forgiveness, and be
inspired to do good work, Himnadram donors, volunteers, contracted
construction laborers and engineers, and its dedicated staff of 28 con-
tinue to perform modern-day miracles. The countless initiatives chron-
icled in this Hayastan All-Armenian Fund annual report touch tens of
thousands of lives, and holiness permeates in the souls of these infra-
structure development and humanitarian assistance projects.
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HOLY MOUNTAIN
(Sunday, May 5, 2019)

To me, trying to put a 2018 community center in context is this very
moment’s intellectual challenge. How does one convey the importance
of one random building, the center of one random village, its villagers,
their dedication to their land and country and their hope for a time of
prosperity and peace? How does one equate a two-story building in a
far-away place to what has been done by Armenian people on these
very lands for thousands of years?

Geography is the easiest way to start explaining Tumi and where it's
located. On a map photographed from 22,000 miles up in the sky, one
can see the southwestern tip of the Lesser Caucasus or Caucasus Minor.
In these ranges that diminish into the Kura-Arax basin and the Arax riv-
erbed is Hadrut -- one of the eight provinces of the Republic of Artsakh.
Close to the center of the province is Tumi.

The highest point in this mountainous province of Hadrut is the summit
of Mount Dizapayt, which offers vast panoramic views of the region in-
cluding the Arax River. Dizapayt is some 8,100 feet above sea level and
has been known to be a holy site for centuries. The highest church in
Artsakh was built atop Dizapayt in the 4th century and rebuilt in the
17th century. It's called the Katarovank Monastery.

They say history repeats itself, and the story of Katarovank is one that
was replayed during the Artsakh Liberation War. In 335 AD, an Asiatic
nomadic people, who were marauders in what is now southern Dages-
tan and northeastern Azerbaijan, invaded Armenia upon the orders of
their King Sanesan. The king was incensed that St. Grigoris, the grand-
son of St. Gregory the llluminator, had led an Armenian mission and
converted his tribesmen and three of his sons to Christianity.

Fifth century historian Pavstos Buzand (Faustus of Byzantium) writes
that King Sanesan chased his children to Katarovank. The monastery
was hosting some four thousand hermits and pilgrims at the time. The
King ordered everyone including his children be killed. His forces then
destroyed the monastery and burned all the bodies.

Legend has it that another pagan king who invaded Artsakh and impris-
oned its villagers wanted to take a beautiful woman named Taguhi as
his lover. She refused him and was killed. It's said that when her remains
were scattered all over the mountain, they began to glow. The pagan
king's soldiers were so frightened by the sight and the guilt of killing a
Christian, they gathered her remains for burial and took it up to Dizapa-
yt, where they asked to be converted to Christianity.

The holiness of the mountain and Katarovank continue to attract mod-
ern-day tourists and pilgrims from all over the world. In ancient times,
even Arabs would come to offer prayers to the place they believed was
holy.
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Modern-day pilgrims and residents from nearby villages, including Tumi,
say they feel a special, holy empowerment once they reach Katarovank.
They believe that offering a Matagh (an offer of thanksgiving) will bring
healing and protect them from illnesses and bring them prosperity.

A PLACE CALLED TUMI
(Sunday, May 5, 2019)

At the foot of Mount Dizapayt, on a south-facing side of a ravine along
the Ishkhanaget River, among dense forests, pastures and dozens of
ancient ruins and shrines is the village of Tumi. The hilly landscape is
covered with lush green vegetation and red tin and red tiled roofed
homes. The dirt streets are difficult for drivers to navigate but easy for
the loud donkeys carrying firewood, the shy piglets running to graze
and the tourist-wary roosters guarding the village.

Across the ravine, a visitor spots the 7th century Gtchavank, standing
guard above Tumi on top of a mountain.The monastery has enshrined
the village with a forcefield that prevented much damage from rockets
sent blindly over the mountains during the Liberation War. Gtchavank
was destroyed centuries ago while the region was under Arab rule, but
it rebuilt in the 13th century.

A stone throw from Tumi is one of the world’s and Artsakh’'s most fas-
cinating and sensational caves -- the Azokh Cave. Archeologists have
excavated ten layers of the 86,000-square-foot halls of the cave and
found stone age tools and frescoes from 300,000 years ago -- that's
300 thousand in case you doubted what you read. The earliest of these
‘Acheulean’ tools were discovered in Ethiopia and were determined
through radioactive dating to be 1.5 million years old.

Archeologists believe that the people of Artsakh hid their treasures in
Azokh Cave during various invasions, including by the Mongols. Among
the artifacts discovered are wine pitchers, artwork, stone tools and hu-
man and animal remains. One of the most dated remains is a Neander-
thal jaw discovered in one of the deepest layers of the cave, and there
could be a lot more discoveries if more excavations are conducted.

In this historied region dating back at least 300 thousand years, villag-
ers in Tumi and surrounding communities, have withered invasions and
wars and stayed tied to their land. They have persevered even though
their population has dwindled since the collapse of the Soviet Union
and the Artsakh Liberation War. Before independence, some 1,400 peo-
ple lived in the village. Today, the village is home to 768 residents.

“Data from the 1940s and 1950s shows that there were 2,500 living
in Tumi,” says the village mayor Edik Mosiyan. “Four hundred villagers
fought in the second World War, and 200 did not return. Twenty-four
died during the Artsakh Liberation War.”

Two tall, aesthetically pleasing monuments honoring the men who sac-
rificed their lives during what's known here as ‘the Great Patriotic War'
(WWII) and the Artsakh Liberation War are next to the newly construct-
ed community center.



Tumi’s new community hub is centrally-located on the side of a hill
overlooking farms and orchards where livestock graze. It replaces the
old facility -- a house confiscated by the Soviets from a wealthy fami-
ly, who were sent to the Siberian slums. The old administrative center
of the village was near collapse, and its walls were buckling. When it
rained, the first floor of the structure would flood, and villagers were
never able to drain the pools of water.

COMMUNITY CENTER
(Sunday, May 5, 2019)

Mayor Mosiyan shows us around the new center and offers us coffee
and candy. He's 53 and was born in Tumi. After graduating from high
school, he continued his education at Yerevan Polytechnic Institute. He
served in the Soviet military for two years and returned to the village af-
ter finishing his studies. He joined the Liberation War and served in the
Armenian military until 2000. He's been the village mayor since 2004,
because he was re-elected multiple times.

“My wish is that our population grows, that young people marry and live
here,” says Mayor Mosiyan. ‘| would like to see this place we call Repub-
lic of Artsakh be safe and strengthen, considering who our neighbors
are. I'd like to see our economy expand, gas lines come into our village
and our homes, and our roads be paved and asphalted.”

The only asphalted ground we see during our visit to Tumi is the land
and driveways of the new community center, built by the Hayastan
All-Armenian Fund. Its opening was to have been celebrated last Octo-
ber, but the dedication was canceled when legendary Armenian sing-
er and philanthropist Charles Aznavour died. Several of the dignitaries,
who were to attend, were called away to attend the singer’s funeral, and
the doors to the center opened without pomp and circumstance.
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The two-story community center serves several functions for the village,
and it's meant to streamline services needed by the community and be
the focal point of the village. In addition to it being the administrative
offices of the government, it has a multi-purpose events room, where
just the day before a musical group from Stepanakert had performed
for the community. The group is called Tnjri (plane tree in Armenia),
named after a 2,039-year-old tree in the neighboring Martuni province.

The new Tumi community center also features a library, a health care
and first aid clinic with a nurse, and a computer room. The Himnadram
equipped the center with a computer and connectivity as well as all the
furnishings including theatre style seating for the multi-purpose events
room.

The Hayastan All-Armenian Fund's French affiliate’s Michel Tankrez
even brought a ping pong table as a favor to the community's young
people. On the day we visited, three young men were taking turns to
show off their skills in a passionate match. The center is often used by
men in the village to meet and play backgammon. The women, says the
mayor, gather at home to chat over coffee.

The Himnadram also furnished the community’s school and kindergar-
ten, which has about 120 students including a dozen preschoolers. The
new community center serves as the school’s auditorium and hosts ex-
tra-curricular activities like the school’s farming club.

VILLAGE ECONOMY
(Sunday, May 5, 2019)

Mayor Mosiyan says a small percentage of his commmunity have jobs in
the cities of Hadrut and Stepanakert. Some of the men in the village
are employed as soldiers at the nearby military posts, and they work for
two weeks a month and return home for two weeks. Some others are
employed by a local saw mill that harvests firewood and also provides
oak to make cognac barrels. The local barrel maker employs about 30
people and sells its products to vintners in Armenia.

The rest of the villagers keep busy with tending to their livestock and
gardening their private parcels of land. Most villagers grow vegetables
like tomatoes, potatoes and beans. They also collect berries from Corne-
lian trees in the forests and try to dry and can everything to use during
the winters.

Things were different during the Soviet era. The village was given about
900 acres of land, but about 20 miles away. The Soviets had built a
warehouse next to the collective and sent tractors and harvesters. The
village had vineyards and grew vegetables and mulberries on its land.

The vineyards were completely destroyed during the Artsakh Liberation
War. The Azerbaijanis demolished the warehouse, destroyed the farm-
ing equipment and gardens and burned the mulberry trees. Since the
ceasefire that ended the war in 1994, some families plant wheat and
barley on the village farmland and use the rest of the land as a pasture
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for their animals to graze. The milk is sold to Artsakhkat (Artsakh milk in
Armenian), which sends delivery trucks to pick it up.

What makes farming difficult in Tumi is that there is no irrigation water
network. Most villagers farm with water from the river or use potable
water. The Hayastan All-Armenian Fund completely renovated a spring
water reservoir for the village in 2008, but the water delivery network
has some pressure issues. The government of Artsakh is planning to
repair the potable water delivery infrastructure this year.

MANY QUESTIONS
(Friday, May 10, 2019)

So | ask you, how do we reconcile the extremes of our existence?

What will the historians two centuries later write about the Soviet Union
and Liberation War? Do we all need to make a pilgrimage to Katarovank
to ask God keep Artsakh from harm and intervene in her economic and
political struggles?

Yes. Artsakh is an ancient and holy place. Her people have survived bru-
tal, nomadic Mongolian tribes trying to take over the world. They are
surviving a despotic modern-day oligarchic who won't make peace.

Yes. Artsakh is a place of blessed shrines that attracts travelers hoping to
have an audience with God. It has fertile fields, rivers, spring water and
forests. But its economy has yet to recover from a Soviet system that
provided for its citizens until it no longer could.

How do we invigorate the republic’'s economy and give its villagers
enough tools and natural resources to farm all of their land? What busi-
nesses can be established on the endless parcels of land that will gen-
erate jobs and return bountifully to the republic’s economy?

Why are there oligarchical, palatial mansions and billion-dollar highrises
in Yerevan, when roads to remote villages are still unpaved and there
are no lines to deliver heating fuel?

How does the Himnadram help the Artsakhtsi help himself?

Is there more the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund can do beside build-
ing infrastructure? Can it begin building virtual networks to exchange
knowledge instead of constructing roads and community centers? Can
it find new ways to empower the people of Artsakh and Armenia?

Can the Himnadram’s donors’ collective global experiences and suc-
cesses be the generator of radical counter-intuitive, revolutionary think-
ing? Can we synergize to imagine unimagined, innovative algorithms of
solutions?

Can we make a pilgrimage to a virtual Katarovank in cyberspace and
use bits and bytes of shared information to create an intellectual renais-
sance and tackle our new, collective existential frontiers?

Dozens of volunteers gather
for an intensive, week-long
introspective look at how
Himnadam goals are set and
met

AGHVERAN, ARMENIA

As powdered snow fell on this mountain resort town in Kotayk Province
in the cold of mid-March, some 70 Armenians from several continents,
representing diverse backgrounds, generations and perspectives, were
engaged in heated debates inside meeting rooms at the Ararat Hotel.

The volunteers had gathered in the secluded hills of Aghveran for an inno-
vative and introspective retreat, during which creative thought exercises
resulted in breakthrough solutions for complex problems.

Participants were invited to spend a week creating diagrams on large
sketch pads to illustrate their positions and opinions with constructive
criticism. Their focus was the role of foundations -- including the Hayastan
All-Armenian Fund -- in the post-revolutionary, New Armenia.
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VELVET REVOLUTION

It was a year ago when the historic Velvet Revolution gave Armenian citi-
zens the chance to elect a new government that is serving their interests.
The revolution also inspired diasporans to come together again, revisit
their people’s collective and common goal of creating a safe, econom-
ically secure and independent homeland and to renew their pledge to
participate in nation-building in Armenia and Artsakh through the Him-
nadram.

The euphoria from the Armenian peaceful resolution echoed through the
energized Southern California studio broadcasting last November's Ha-
yastan All-Armenian Fund Telethon. During the first hours of the 12-hour
show, hosts Paul Chaderjian, Araksya Karapetyan and Arsen Kharatyan
introduced a live message from the newly-elected Prime Minister Nikol
Pashinyan.

Armenia’s new, social media savvy, dynamic and personable leader spoke
from his Yerevan office, recited a classic Western Armenian poem and
called on the global Armenian community to participate in the annual
telethon, which is now a Thanksgiving Day tradition for hundreds of thou-
sands of donors.

As the Thursday holiday was ending for West Coast viewers in the U.S. and
Armenians in the homeland were welcoming a new Friday, Pashinyan
and Armenia’s President Armen Sarkissian visited the Hayastan All-Arme-
nian Fund office in Yerevan to make their donations and asked viewers to
also donate.

Telethon cameras showed their pilgrimage to global audiences, and the
annual Thanksgiving Day tradition scored some 20% more phone calls
than the year before.
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TELETHON 2018

The 21st annual telethon, which is the culmination of a year of fundrais-
ing by Hayastan All-Armenian Fund’s 21 global entities, raised more than
$14 million. Donations reached more than $11 million by the end of the
broadcast. After volunteers and donors celebrated by snapping selfies
and posting on social media, the Ha-
yastan All-Armenian Fund offices con-
tinued to receive pledges for several
weeks and raised another three million
dollars.

The revolution had given Armenians
everywhere a resource they haven't
had before and something money
can't buy -- hope. Those gathered in
the studio and watching on televi-
sion were excited to see and hear the
names of donors from around the world, rallying around their ancestral
homeland. There was heightened interest in what the Himnadram was
doing and planning to do in Armenia and Artsakh.

The young and dedicated volunteers manning the phone banks at the
Telethon were smiles ear-to-ear. They were convinced the larger engage-
ment by donors was a sign of renewed interest in the homeland and
Hayastan All-Armenian Fund. This unique pan-Armenian foundation has
already proven its raison d'étre through its illustrious achievements of
large scale development projects over the past three decades.

DEEP WELL WATER

A large sum of the total amount gathered in 2018 was earmarked for
deep well water pumps, irrigation networks, drip-irrigation systems and
solar power technologies in Armenia’s and Artsakh’s economically de-
pressed regions, where only seven percent of farmable land is used due
to the lack of irrigation water.

In Artsakh, 16 villages in the Martuni and Askeran regions have already
received and are using water from deep well water pumps. When the
first phase of the ‘Fruitful Artsakh’ initiative is completed, some 40 wa-
ter filtering pumps and correspondent water pipeline networks will have
been installed.

Collectively, the first phase of the initiative will allow farmers in Artsakh
to plant thousands of acres. More than a thousand farming families will
be able to use the water and pipes reaching their farms to make use of
all their fertile fields.

In the village of Hovsepavan, about ten miles north of Artsakh's capital,
the village of 180 people is already using its pumps that bring up spring
water from deep underneath their land. The Hayastan All-Armenian
Fund'’s Swiss affiliate sponsored the drilling of the wells, the purchase of
pumps, the installation of electrical lines to run the pumps, pipelines to
move the irrigation water and drip-irrigation networks on farms.
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“These parts have historically had issues with having enough irrigation wa-
ter,” says Valeri Harutyunyan, who heads the region’s water services. “During
the Soviet Union, Azerbaijani villages were given pumps, because Baku
managed the water. Armenian villages weren't given pumps, and they had
to rely on what little water the local streams provided, and that was not
enough to farm the land fully. But with these new pumps from the Him-
nadram, we can water 60 acres with one pump like this one, which brings
water up from 400 feet underground.”

The community of Hovsepavan has been allocated 300 acres of land, of
which 200 is farmable. Over the past few years, they have planted wheat
and barley -- crops that don't require as much irrigation but also don't re-
turn much money to the economy. Now, the community has already start-
ed planting grapes, tobacco, pomegranates, pineapples and other crops
that will generate a higher return.

“We used to get about $100 for an acre of wheat or barley,” says Khachatur
Petrosyan, the mayor Hovsepavan. “But we have the capacity to produce 20
tons of grapes on our land. One acre of grapes or pomegranates can bring
in as much as $2,000. We've started building fences around the land, so
that our livestock doesn’t damage the crops we're planting.”

Those who have researched the possibilities of increasing agricultural pro-
duction in Artsakh say that agribusiness has the biggest potential for in-
come generation and job creation in the region. The soil and the climate
are ideal, and the population has agricultural know-how that dates back
thousands of years.

Since large rivers and reservoirs are in the northwest of the Republic of
Artsakh and most of the agricultural lands are in the southwest, Himnad-
ram'’s solution is to find ways to supply farmers with irrigation water from
the aqueduct and springs. The average cost of digging a well and installing
a filtering pump is about $50,000, but deeper wells can cost upwards of
$70,000. Once all of Artsakh’s 250,000 acres of farmable land is linked to
irrigation networks and water from wells, economists estimate harvests will
return $300 to $700 million dollars to the republic’'s economy.

FOCUSED PLANNING

Invigorating economies, development work and kickstarter campaigns
were amongd the topics being discussed in Aghveran in March. Attend-
ing summit were long-time Hayastan
All-Armenian Fund volunteers, board
members of partner and affiliate or-
ganizations, civil servants, academics,
physicians, researchers, scientists, jour-
nalists and IT professionals.

The passionate participants with im-
pressive resumes/CV's included cit-
izens of the twin modern-day Arme-
nian republics and the Diaspora, and
those working in international nonprofits, the private sector, as well as
non-governmental organizations.
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The summit gave participants a week to explore their shared values, dis-
cuss how mission statements are established for any organization -- be
it a for-profit, non-profit or non-governmental foundation. The facilitators
directed each of the six groups to daily address issues like how and why
foundations are established and how they accomplish their missions.

The task at the non-conventional, out-of-the-box, week-long exercise was
to discover the roots and reasons for foundations, the ideologies that bring
people together to undertake missions to benefit others, and how these
recast definitions apply to the three-decade-long legacy of the Hayastan
All-Armenian Fund, the Himnadram.

Participants were asked to individually and collectively define the terms
and verbiage being used. They were told to filter and agree on the syntax of
the language while discussing nation-building and philanthropic concepts
among organizers, donors and participants.

What resulted were discussions about how people create communities
and networks in the modern age of broadcast and social media, who filters
messaging and content, and how this work flows, is governed, monitored,
remains accountable, and how it expands, grows, regenerates and evolves.

Each group had one day to deliberate how goals are shared through com-
munication, outreach and education. They were asked to address themes
like what constitutes discipline, governance and transparency.

Accountability and transparency have been one of the most important val-
ues of the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund and all its partners and affiliates.
These non-for-profit and independent organizations are quarterly audited
by external accountants. The auditors follow the money trail, not just on
spreadsheets, but they travel to project sites to verify and confirm all ex-
penditures.

Those who braved through the exercises in Aghveran were daily tasked to
start on a blank page, unspoiled canvas, and to define how foundations are
formed and governed, whom they're governed by and how, and what crite-
ria should be applied to prove their effectiveness and transparency. Partic-
ipants say they felt empowered and began thinking about unconventional
and conventional ways of solving problems and helping change lives.

STRONGER, TOGETHER

The 12-hour days of the “Methodology of Systemic Thought Activity” (MSTA)
exercises in Aghveran began with group huddles, where each group’s daily
tasks were doled out by facilitators. Daily on the agendas of the volunteers
gathered were assignments to study the mechanism and process of how
collectively agreed-upon goals and missions are implemented, monitored
and audited. The days concluded with each of the six groups presenting
their findings and analysis to the other groups, taking questions, explaining
and defending their theses.

Individual groups would return by day's end to discuss their findings as
they brutally examined the semantics of conceptual words and illustrated
them through diagrams and roadmaps. Among the issues discussed were
how to accept insight and best-practices and incorporate them into a ge-
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neric foundation’s mission and how a foundation communicates its goals
and progress so that the collective of stakeholders, community leaders,
donors and beneficiaries are all served by the actions taken.

The exercises were both innovative and reinforcing. Participants learned a
lot about what they've been doing that's been unsurpassed by any other
individual fundraising effort or Armenian foundations or charity. They also
learned about what the expectations are from their decades-old organi-
zation, what the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund is known for, excels at and
can grow into.

The exercises at Aghveran were eye-opening and reaffirming, in that the
organization can do so much more for Armenia and Artsakh, and the
Diaspora. The theme that kept resurfacing during the dialogue was the
Himnadram is stronger as a foundation and Armenians are stronger as a
people when they are together, united, focused.

HISTORIC LEGACY OF NATION BUILDING

Since its inception, Hayastan All-Armenian Fund, with its affiliates and part-
ners, has helped raise more than $350 million dollars from over 700,000
donors worldwide. Its donors first helped avert the humanitarian crisis that
followed independence from the Soviet Union and collapse of the USSR.

After those cold and dark years, Hayastan All-Armenian Fund shifted its fo-
cus to large and expensive infrastructure development projects like high-
ways connecting Artsakh to Armenia and remote villages to arterial roads.
The Himnadram has built and renovated critical health care facilities in-
cluding 75 hospitals and clinics. It has built or renovated 359 schools and
kindergartens, 58 sporting and community centers, 500 houses and apart-
ments, and 100 greenhouses. It has installed major gas pipelines, electrical
lines and substations, irrigation and potable water systems, and solar ener-
gy and solar heating units on hundreds of homes.

The Himnadram also continues to provide new, furnished apartments to
those displaced by the 1988 Gyumri Earthquake. Gyumri will again be the
focal point of a fundraiser in Southern California that begins in June. The
new campaign, soon to be revealed, is called Gyumri 2.0. It has also spon-
sored 169 educational, cultural, and scientific programs benefiting Armenia
and Artsakh.

All-in-all, the Himnadram’s 1,110 finished projects have addressed issues like
urban development, healthcare, education, social issues, and agriculture
-- a vital component of ensuring the development of rural communities.
One of its most important endeavors has been funding rural development
and sustainability projects. In addition to building irrigation canals and oth-
er supporting structures like greenhouses, the Himnadram has given har-
vesters and tractors, seeds and technical training to villagers and turned 37
thousand acres of idle land into bountiful farms.

The 2018 initiative of installing water pumps and providing irrigation water
to more farmers is expected to multiply agricultural production tenfold. A
bigger crop will mean a bigger economy, rural community strengthening
and prevention of depopulation. This overarching effort will help farmers
have enough water to plant their fertile fields, feed their families and com-
munities and export their produce.



THE ROAD AHEAD

This historic post-revolutionary, New Armenia, also gives the Hayastan
All-Armenian Fund a chance to connect those who want to be involved
in nation-building a chance to help the two emerging Armenian repub-
lics as they morph into self-reliant and economically independent nations.
This year, volunteers plan to use their annual virtual, multi-platform, global
gathering on American Thanksgiving Day to work towards larger projects,
which will be unveiled after the annual Board of Trustees meeting.

Now, in 2019, for the first time in our long history, the people of Armenia
have a hand in creating the type of nation they envision -- one that serves
their interests and works toward their well-being, security and betterment.
Those who have been at the helm of bringing global Armenian commu-
nities together through the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund also want to re-

group.

The ideas discussed in Aghveran include the creation of a pan-Armenian
fundraising organization that does more than just build infrastructure. The
big question on the table is how does a foundation sustain a community
where it has built a school or clinic? How are jobs created? How are donors
engaged?

A new, 21Ist century Himnadram would perhaps start building virtual net-
works instead of roads. Perhaps its new infrastructures are virtual and
bridge knowledge and best practices from around the world to fuel inno-
vation solutions for Armenia’s and Artsakh's challenges. Perhaps an All-Ar-
menian foundation would also engage in bettering communities in the
diaspora, in addition to the homeland.

Volunteers, employees and all stakeholders of the Hayastan All-Armenian
Fund say they are excited, and they've rolled their sleeves up. It's full speed
ahead, and they're all ready for the unveiling of new smarter initiatives
and new organizational models and networks as the Armenian people’s
historic lands become the homeland that all have dreamt of for centuries.

Two Unpaved Roads Diverged
in the Woods Above Talish in
2016: Leova Took the One Less
Traveled

Sunday, May 12, 2019
DEAR LEOVA:

On behalf of Armenians all over the world, thank you for sacrificing your
safety, comfort and the lucrative income you could be earning in Russia
to make a stand in your native village of Talish and dedicate your life to
its restoration. You wake up each day half-a-mile away from the enemy’s
frontline, and you don't flinch or wince. You're not distressed but hopeful
and optimistic. You've made your last stand, and we are proud of you for it.

When Azerbaijan unleashed a large-scale offensive in 2016, breaking the
1994 ceasefire, infiltrating the line of contact and committing war crimes,
you were serving in the military elsewhere in Artsakh and returned home
to your village at once. The enemy’s firepower, grenade launchers, mortars
and bombs, rockets, unmanned Israeli killer drones, tanks, indiscriminate
shelling and vicious crimes against humanity in your hometown were not
acceptable to us, let alone you.
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On the night of April 2nd, the enemy’s murderous commandos penetrat-
ed your historic homeland and killed more than 110 soldiers and injured
hundreds more. The bloodthirsty executioners also killed innocent civilians
and defenseless villagers including children. These satanic animals started
decapitating an Armenian soldier while he was still conscious and could
feel the unimaginable torturous pain. These subhuman Azerbaijani savag-
es also mutilated helpless senior citizens by slicing their ears off.

If these offenses weren’t evil enough, they videotaped and took photo-
graphs of their extremely grotesque, inhumane, cruel crimes and posted
them on social media, claiming they had captured Talish and it was now
Azerbaijani territory.

Their hate-spewing government allowed the images and fake news to be
‘liked’ and shared as if there was heroism in torturing and killing humans
and spreading misinformation about the occupation of Artsakh. The sav-
ages’ barbaric acts of slicing ears off defenseless and fragile grandparents
didn’'t make the evening news in the U.S. or Europe, but Armenians world-
wide knew the danger the Republic of Artsakh and her people were facing.

Before Armenian forces were able to push back the Azerbaijanis, the 21st
century had reeled back to the barbarism and the horrors our ancestors
experienced during the Armenian Genocide and the Hamidian Massacres.

In the middle of the night and on foot, the young and old from your village
raced from their homes under duress, braving the falling mortars and bul-
lets whizzing by to find safety. Some of them have never returned and are
living in a shanty in the nearby community of Alashan. Some say they will
never go back to the place they had to abandon in 1992 during the Libera-
tion War and again in April 2016 during the Four-Day War.

Leova, you watched the world’s reaction. They were all okay with the vio-
lence in 2016. The enemy’s country, made up of nomadic Turkic peoples
with a fictitious history and unimaginable oil wealth, wasn't punished. It
wasn't subjected to economic or political sanctions. It wasn't shamed by
global media. Its leaders weren't arrested and tried in the Hague. We were

all shocked that a modern-day country that was created not even a hun-
dred years ago would order its soldiers to do what they did.

Azerbaijan is still allowed by the world to continue being led by a corrupt,
kleptocrat, money-laundering, bribe-paying oligarch -- a despotic leader
who jails civil rights activists, journalists and critics while spewing hatred
and propaganda against Armenians. The Azerbaijani dictator threatens to
take Artsakh by force every day. He encourages the innocent children born
in his country to learn to hate Armenians and spews his war-mongering
rhetoric on media channels he solely controls.

Yet, the world is okay with buying their oil. Think thanks, American and
European lawmakers and public relations agencies in Washington DC and
London are okay with taking their money and promoting Azerbaijan’s lies.
Even the President of the United States is okay with doing business with
Baku, building his self-branded hotels and making even more money. And
the United Nations also takes Baku's blood-splattered dollars and allows it
a seat among the civilized nations of the world.

Leova, I'm sorry this happened to your precious, picturesque and historic
village. I'm sorry your home became a battleground twice and you lost
friends you had known all of your life. I'm sorry your homes and school
were destroyed, your farms pillaged, your electrical and water networks left
irreparable. I'm sorry the enemy destroyed all that was home for you and
stole 2,000 acres of Armenian soil.

But Leova, you are not alone. Your people, our people will not abandon you.
And you have seen what we have done for your village since the Four-Day
War. Generous donors like California’s own Antranik Baghdassarian vowed
to bring life back to your abandoned village through the Hayastan All-Ar-
menian Fund'’s Talish Revival Project. Armenians around the world donat-
ed nearly $16 million dollars to your republic in 2016. And when we came
to spend the day with you in May, you showed us how much progress has

been made because of the generosity of Armenians who are taking your
last stand with you.

Anto’s parents had survived the Genocide and escaped with nothing. Out
of that nothing, the family created a life for itself and set new roots in Leb-
anon, only to have all its hard work and affluence taken away during the
Lebanese Civil War -- that other proxy war between the US and the USSR
Anto, his wife and three children found themselves in California without a
penny in their pockets, and they had to begin again.

Anto, like their parents, didn't complain and become pessimistic. He
stayed grateful for being spared, for being healthy and pushed forward.
He poured his days and nights to his work and built a new dairy business,
which was blessed and grew into a formidable and popular brand. After
the Four-Day War, Anto pledged to give new life to Talish and make it rise
again from the ashes it was left in by the enemy.

“As a nation, we are known for not taking action unless the knife reach-
es the bone. That worries me,” said Anto in 2016. “| am convinced that if
we join forces and strengthen our Homeland, we'll have nothing to worry
about. All we need is to trust and have faith in one another.”

Mr. Baghdassarian put his money where his mouth is and wrote one million
dollar check after another, matching donations being made to the Talish
Revival Project during the 2016 Thanksgiving Day Armenia Fund Telethon.
Others took his cue and united to underwrite a large-scale reconstruction
program that will ensure Artsakh'’s security and prosperity.

Through their donations to the Himnadram, Armenians in the twin repub-
lics and the Diaspora told the world that their people will continue to live
on their historic lands, rebuild and repopulate their villages and live off its
fertile fields as they have for millennia.
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New Community Center in Talish

Leova, you have watched the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund’'s engineers,
project managers, laborers and contractors drive from Stepanakert, Mar-
takert and Yerevan to renovate the damaged homes, to furnish them fully
with tables, chairs, beds, electrical appliances and water heaters. You've
watched the building of a new, sparking commmunity center, a new two-sto-
ry school and a separate multi-purpose events hall. You told us about the
potable and wastewater networks installed in the village and connected
to each home.

When we came to visit you last week, you showed us the ten new homes
built for the families whose original homes were in the direct line of fire of
Azerbaijani posts. You showed us the 32 renovated homes and told us six
of them are fully furnished and ready to be occupied. You told us 17 more
homes are under construction and took us to your new school as a large
truck was delivering desks, chairs and everything your children will need to
learn their language and their history.

You also shared your village’s history with us, Leova, and took us into the
enchanted forest above your village for the most fascinating hike | had
ever taken. You lead us through the tall grass to ancient cross-stones and
headstones. You told us that the day before, May 2, was memorial day for
your people and that the sons and daughters of Talish had returned from
the cities and foreign countries to honor their ancestors by placing flowers
on their graves.

Leova, you took us to the 5th century monastery high above your village
called Horekavang. You told us about the compound being destroyed by
invading nomads and how it was rebuilt in the 13th century. You showed
us the additional buildings constructed in the 17th century. Then you led
us a little farther to a summer palace and fortress belonging to the Meliks
(princes in Armenian). Then you led us in silence a little farther away and
didn’t say where we were ending our hike.

When we arrived at the small fenced-in cemetery and read the names
on the gravestones, an Azerbaijani dagger pierced our hearts. Laid to rest
there were two of your children. They had died during the Artsakh Lib-
eration War, and your last stand in your village and dedication to it all

made sense. You want to be close to them,
because you aren’t going to let the enemy
chase you away.

What was heartbreaking is that these kids
could've lived and been fully grown adults
with their own families by now had it not
been for the war. Your 12-year-old daugh-
ter, Ani, had been sick with a fever, but you
were on the frontlines and there was no
way to transport her from your village to
the hospital in Martakert. Your 3-month-old
infant son Hayk was a newborn when he
was given the wrong vaccine.

You don’t blame the doctors. They were
extremely stressed, working in candle-
light, trying to save the lives of soldiers
being brought in from the frontlines with
life-threatening injuries. You don't blame
anyone. You are not angry. You just know what you have to do to bring life
back to your abandoned village, and you have all the patience in the world.

Dear Leova, it was an honor to meet a genuine patriot, who has not only
put his life on the line to protect his village and home, but has also fol-
lowed the path less traveled. We saw the villagers who came to celebrate
memorial day in Talish. They rode in with the white, high profile SUV's and
paraded around Alashan in their sports suits and dangling cross necklaces.

Your peers from Russia weren't shy talking up their concert they arranged
for the soldiers on the frontlines. They showed us video of the dozens of
sheep they sacrificed for a barbecue for the malnourished soldiers and vid-
eos of them handing out packs of cigarettes. They said they returned an-
nually to pay their respects to their ancestors and packs of cigarettes was
their contribution to keeping their ancestral homeland in Armenian hands.

Leova, | know you were mad at their brazen exhibitionism, their false patri-
otism and their return to ensure their family lots are still under their names,
but you said nothing. Leova, | know you could’ve taken your family to Russia
as well, earned a good living, kept your children healthy and safe and had
another life. But you, sir, stand for something bigger than what most of us
understand. You understand sacrifice and are living proof that it is through
the efforts of those like you and Antranik Baghdassarian that we will not
be chased from our roots.

Villagers Worry the Lack of Economic
Opportunities and Depopulation Will
Wipe Them off the Map

ONCE THERE WAS AND THERE WAS NOT...

In the middle of the Pink City of Yerevan, there are two mysterious under-
ground tunnels that lead from the Missak Manouchian Park on Mashdots
and Arame streets to the Hrazdan Gorge. One of the tunnels is inaccessible
and part of a network of bunkers. The second is a pedestrian walkway that
goes underneath the city’'s main post office on Saryan street and the St.
Hovhannes Church on Paronyan street to the Soviet-era Children’s Railway
on the banks of the Hrazdan River.

The Mashtots-Hrazdan tunnel, while lit and somewhat clean, is still eerie.
Its walls are covered with graffiti, and a pedestrian is bound to feel unsafe
after dark. Referred to now as ‘the tunnels of time,” they were envisioned by
the city’s master architect, Alexander Tamanyan, as part of his 1924 urban
plan. It's said Tamanyan created the corridors to allow residents a short
walkway to the green, natural and relaxing environment around the banks
of the Hrazdan river. His secondary reason was for them to function as air
conditioning ducts, bringing in cooled, fresh air from the gorge into the
city center.

Though a children’s railway opened on the banks of the Hrazdan in 1937,
it's not known what year the 1,500-feet-long Mashtots to Hrazdan tunnels
were carved out of the rocky hill known as Kond (long hill in Armenian).
The heavy machinery used to dig the crosstown tunnel, hundreds of feet
underground, extracted some 707,000 cubic feet of rock and soil during
construction. To this day, it's a marvel to traverse and a mind-bending en-
vironment that will spark the imagination of any child or child at heart.
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TRAVELING THROUGH THE TUNNEL OF TIME

Two years after his death, Hayastan All-Armenian Fund patron saint and
benefactor, community leader and businessman Hacop “Jack” Baghdas-
sarian takes my hand as we enter the Kond tunnel. He says, ‘close your
eyes, and we walk. A bright white light penetrates my eyelids as we travel
through time. Images of modern-day Armenian history flash through my
mind.

In my mind’s eye are hundreds of thousands gathered in Yerevan at the
start of the Karabakh movement, the collapsed buildings and the stacks
upon stacks of empty caskets in Gyumri after the Spitak earthquake, and
the Armenian tricolor being raised above Tamanyan's designed ‘Govern-
ment Building’ in Republic Square 1991. | see Hacop and his wife Hilda in
the Tufenkian Historic Yerevan Hotel dining room, and he tells me: ‘you're
the hwdJ nt hnwn of the Telethon!’

Hacop's inspiring and exemplary story of philanthropy and humanitarian-
ism began in 1948 in Tehran, where he was born. After his father's early
death, Hacop took over the family's paint supply business, married Hilda
and fathered two sons, Gevik and Peter. But because of the uncertainty and
chaos of the Islamic Revolution in Iran, the family had to escape and start
all over again in the United States.

A fair and honest business acumen, entrepreneurial insights, street smarts
and disciplined work ethic helped Hacop turn his first Massis Kabob restau-
rant into a chain and an American success story. Known as “the Original Ka-
bobery,” the restaurants’ profits gave the Baghdassarians the affluence to
selflessly donate to causes close to their hearts, thus improving and chang-
ing the lives of tens of thousands from Los Angeles to Artsakh to Javakh.

Hacop served on the boards of several important Armenian community
organizations and regularly appeared on the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund
Thanksgiving Day telethons to announce his contributions and deliver in-
spirational talks. From the first-ever telethon, Hacop was an extraordinary
supporter of Armenia Fund. He understood that the Hayastan All-Arme-
nian Fund was the one network capable for enabling individual commu-
nities around the world to empower his compatriots in the homeland to
reach their full personal, communal, regional and national potentials.

Instead of sitting on a yacht in the Pacific or on a beach in the Caribbeans,
he spent his non-working hours with his family and compatriots to share
his passion about education and all things Armenian. Hacop generously
contributed his ideas, knowledge and experience, but always with great
humility. Above and beyond his time and energy, he gifted a state-of-the-
art gymnasium to the students of the Chamlian School in Southern Cali-
fornia.

Hacop and Hilda often traveled to rural villages in Armenia and Artsakh, lis-
tened to the stories of residents and changed their lives forever by funding
the construction and furnishing state-of-the-art schools and community
centers, including the newly-built, multi-purpose Hacop and Hilda Bagh-
dassarian Community Center in the village of Krasni in Artsakh’s Askeran
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region. The center opened its doors in 2018, a year after the beloved hus-
band, father, grandfather and patron passed away.

“As one of the pillars of Armenia Fund, Hacop Baghdassarian was a bene-
factor in the truest sense,” says Maria Mehranian, President of the U.S.
affiliate of the Himnadram. “He was as modest as he was tireless in his
dedication — a deeply inspiring guardian angel who dreamed of bettering
the lives of his compatriots and gave generously for the realization of his
dreams. Today, Hacop Baghdassarian’'s legacy of altruism is being carried
on by his gracious family, through their support of wonderful projects such
as the community center of Krasni.”

KRASNI COMMUNITY CENTER

As we walk through the ‘tunnel of time,’ Hacop tells me to open my eyes,
and the flashing of memories and bright white lights diminish. We have
traveled to a utopian future, and we are standing in front of the Krasni
community center. It's nestled near the bottom of a ravine of the Karkar
River and surrounded by beautiful, picturesque and lush green hills. The
center is next to a memorial honoring those from the village who gave their
lives during the Great Patriotic War (WWII). The monument was damaged
in two spots from rockets fired at the village during the Artsakh Liberation
War.

The center is teeming with life and full of people moving through the scene
as if they were extras on a blockbuster Hollywood film set. There are chil-
dren playing on the green lawn; others slide down the side of a bright and
colorful jungle gym. Inside, young men are lifting weights in the gym; while
in another hall young ladies practice the gentle, intricate hand movements
and choreography of ancient Armenian folk dances.

Hacop takes me to center’s event hall, where villagers of all ages are watch-
ing ‘Armatner’ (Roots in Armenian). The narrative feature film is about an
American-Armenian blogger who visits Armenia to chronicle the com-
memoration of the 100th anniversary of the Armenian Genocide and falls
in love with a French-Armenian reader of his blog.

A YouTube video of Portuguese footballer Cristiano Ronaldo is playing on
a large monitor in the center's computer room, where a group of teenage
boys are surfing the internet and debating who's the best player in the
world. The computers and internet connectivity has given the young peo-
ple of the village a pathway to explore and engage with a world they had
no access to before the center opened.

Hacop walks me to the center’s library, where a few bookworms are lost in
their respective worlds of classic Russian literature, a magazine about auto-
motive repair and a farming methodologies textbook. Upstairs, the village's
mayor is listening to an elderly resident complaining about the neighbor’s
dogs scaring away her cows. And in the medical clinic, the nurse is filing
her nails and grateful no one is coming in with scraped knees or a fever.

‘This is all all possible, my mind hears the late philanthropist say. ‘We can
bring socio-economic development to these rural villages and invigorate
them, make them bountiful and thriving communities that people don't
have to leave. It is my duty, your duty, our duty to help support the devel-

opment of Artsakh. And now that I've brought you to Krasni, instead of
writing about the need to save our homeland, you must now write about
its growth and prosperity.’

REBIRTH OF A HOUSE OF CULTURE

Her name is Donara Grigoryan, and the 43-year-old village native greets us
when we arrive at the Krasni Community Center to write about it for the
Hayastan All-Armenian Fund’s annual report. Her name in Latin means to
donate, make a gift of something, to sacrifice, to give up. What she’s given up
is an easier lifestyle in a bigger city like Stepanakert, which is 14 miles away.

Donara attended university and worked in Stepanakert, but she moved back
when life threw her some surprises like cancer. She waged a long battle,
had surgical intervention and survived. But her husband left her and their
daughter. Now, the two live in a dilapidated structure that doesn’t have a
bathroom or proper heating. They have to go to her father’s house to bathe.

She’s grateful though, because she survived her illness and has a job to sup-
port herself and her daughter. Over the past two decades, she has worked as
a librarian and is now the as the director of the House of Culture at the new
Krasni community center.

House of Culture (dom kultury in Russian) was the name given to commu-
nity club houses, introduced in the early days of the the Soviet Union. They
were built and controlled by the government and became the cornerstone
of Soviet civilization. These centers hosted the local and regional meetings
of the Communist Party, as well as the Komsomol, the All-Union Leninist
Young Communist League.

A House of Culture was the gateway for the central authorities in Moscow
to dialogue with the masses and indoctrinate them with communist ideol-
ogies and practices. These centers soon became the focal point of all com-
munities including villages, towns and cities. By the late 1980s, there were
reported to be 137,000 of them in the USSR.
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Most of these clubs had a lecture hall, music room, library and at least one
performance hall or theater, where amateurs were encouraged to perform.
Soviet propaganda posters with multiple themes lined their walls, and
propaganda films were screened in its halls. The centers were also places
for social gatherings, social mixers, dances, and state-sponsored vocational
training programs.

The publicized raison d'étre of a House of Culture was to offer workers
and children leisurely and recreational activities like practicing hobbies,
learning folk dance or ballet or playing a sport. But other than being places
where Soviet ideology and directives were disseminated, the clubs were
also said to be how Moscow kept delinquent children off the streets and
adults from drinking and making trouble.

“My responsibility is to work with young people over the age of 16,” explains
Donara, director of the House of Culture at the new Krasni community cen-
ter. “We gather at nights to talk what is happening in Karabakh. Armenia or
the Diaspora. Everyone is interested in these issues. But it's difficult to get
people to come out. Those who can will come to play backgammon and
checkers or watch television. We also organize holiday parties and commu-
nity celebrations.”

Krasni is home to some 240 people. The village inherited its name from
a violent invasion at an unknown time in its distant history. Donara says
Krasni is a variation of the word forty in their dialect. That 40 refers to the
number of villagers kidnapped and killed by a neighboring nomadic tribe.

At its prime in the 1940s, the village was home to some 500 people. Fif-
ty-nine of the 139 villagers who were drafted to fight in the Great Patriotic
War (WWII) did not return home. Donara says, imagine if they had not been
killed; the village would have had 59 families with multiple generations by
now.

BLEAK, DISMAL OUTLOOK

The main local sources of income for villagers used to be agriculture, farm-
ing and breeding cattle. But most working age villagers have left to find
work, often taking their families with them. The elderly live on their pen-
sion checks and don't have the strength to farm or chase livestock. A few
villagers are employed by the municipality and the village school, which
has 30 students.

Donara’s 11-year-old daughter also attends the local school; but like most
of the children in the village, she goes to Stepanakert to participate in
extracurricular activities like learning how to play the Armenian stringed
instrument called the kanun. Other children from the village go to the city
for piano or singing lessons or to learn to paint, do tapestry and crochet.

“It's difficult to get most villagers to come to the center,” she explains.
“Those who work in the city (Stepanakert) leave by six in the morning and
return late and then have to tend to housework and family responsibilities.
The center is also a bit farther than the center of town in the hills above. Its
location was chosen because new housing in the village will be built closer
to the new community center and the road to Stepanakert.”
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What worries Donara is the dwindling population of the village unless new
innovative opportunities are created for villagers to stay in Krasni. Perhaps
funding for new afterschool programs like the ones children go to the city
to participate in will keep the kids in the village. Perhaps new employment
opportunities or businesses can create jobs for villagers, so that they stay.
She jokes that since her community is so small, it doesn’'t even show up on
maps.

BACK TO THE FUTURE

Hacop tells me it's time to return through the ‘tunnel of time’ and write my
essay about the Krasni village commmunity center that bears his name. He
takes my hand, and we float through a tunnel of white light. We're sudden-
ly standing in the Missak Manouchian park, named to honor an Armenian
poet and French national hero, who fought in the resistance movement
against Nazi German occupiers.

In this picture-perfect park, surrounded by vegan restaurants, a Holiday Inn,
a brewery and sushi restaurants with outdoor seating, there are fountains
that shoot high into the sky, pleasing both children and selfie-snapping
tourists. The lush green park features astroturf-covered animals like an el-
ephant, a giraffe, horses pulling a carriage, and there’'s even a piano also
covered in synthetic fibers that look like natural grass. Of course, there is
real grass and lots of park benches with moms and dads watching their
kids run around and chase a ball.

The neighborhood around Manouchian Park with its rows of newly con-
structed mid-rise buildings in contrast with Krasni is surreal. Yes, the two
are in different Armenian republics, but they also seem to be out of dif-
ferent eras. While Yerevan's rich build palatial mansions, 5-star hotels, and
condominium buildings, eat sushi and drink craft beers, Donara and her
neighbors worry about securing an income and disappearing off the map
and from history books.

“To me, even a relatively small-scale project, such as providing the class-
rooms of a school with new desks, is invaluable, as it brings joy to the faces
of students, strengthens their attachment to their school,” Hacop had said
once. “If everybody supports Armenia Fund in its quest to improve lives in
our homeland, imagine what an enormous difference would be made.”

Hayastan All-Armenian Fund’s New
School in Ughtasar Bears Name of
Commander Monte ‘Avo’ Melkonian

By any account, the enigmatic genius, scholar, political activist, soldier and
freedom fighter Monte Melkonian led a short but extraordinary life.

Monte’'s modern-day epic began in 1969, when the Melkonians visited their
maternal grandmother’s ancestral village in Western Armenia, some 55 years
after the Genocide.

At the impressionable age of eleven, Monte saw his grandmother’s birth-
place, watched the Turks who had taken up residence in the village, noticed
the Armenian Church had become a Turkish movie theatre and pondered
about the outlines left when crosses were chiseled off doors.

His people had disappeared from the village and the region, millions of Ar-
menians had evaporated from the face of the planet, and the Turks still deny
they had done anything wrong. This great riddle and his family’s visit to the
‘old country’ shaped Monte's eventual mission to seek justice for the crimes
against his people.
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Monte's humanitarian concern devel-
oped further at Mt. Whitney High School
in Visalia, California. In 1973 at the age
of 15, Monte -- the ‘mentally gifted mi-
nor’ bored with his high school courses
-- was invited to spend three months in
Japan as a sister city representative from
Visalia to Miki City near Osaka.

After the visit, Monte decided to stay
with some friends in Japan, to earn
money teaching English and then to
travel through Southeast Asia, including
Vietnam, on his own. These travels raised
his awareness of peoples’ struggles for
self-determination and independence.

During his studies at UC Berkeley, Mon-
te became feverish about righting the
wrongs done to the Armenians. He de-
cided to bypass doctoral studies at Ox-
ford and committed himself selflessly to the Armenian independence move-
ment in the early 1980s.

Monte’s mission for justice took him to the suburbs of Beirut, Tehran, and
Paris where his activities eventually landed him in a European jail cell.

When Perestroika and Glasnost presented the opportunity for Monte’s peo-
ple to declare their independence from the USSR, the modern-day freedom
fighter's focus shifted from Western Armenia to Artsakh -- where Armenians
were the victims of barbaric pogroms and Armenian children were burnt on
kitchen stoves, reminiscent of the atrocities suffered by his grandmother's
family and others like them during the Armenian Genocide of 1915.

During the early 1990s, when Armenians were hungry, landlocked, facing an
economic and energy blockade, defenseless, cold and abandoned by the
world, Monte and others like him from the Diaspora reached back to the
homeland from all obscure corners of the world. The sons and daughters
of the Diaspora, the grandchildren of Genocide survivors returned to their
ancestral homeland to help transform their people from victims to victors.

VILLAGE MAYOR: A WAR VETERAN

Saroyanesque. That word describes war veteran Manvel Petrosyan’s demean-
or and presence. He is a big, powerful man with a high forehead, white hair,
a mustache and charisma that fills up any room. Manvel was the first to wel-
come Monte when the golden boy from the Golden State arrived in Martuni,
the easternmost region of Artsakh.

The two soldiers fought together in crucial battles that resulted in the vic-
torious liberation of Artsakh and the 1994 ceasefire that ended the fighting.
In the time they spent together, Monte and Manvel became friends and
realized how much more the people of Artsakh had in common with Arme-
nians in the diaspora than what set them apart.

Now as the mayor of the resettled village of Ughtasar, Manvel often leads the
children from his village on short hikes to the spot Monte was killed on June
12, 1993. He tells the youngsters about the larger than life man -- known as
Avo (nom de guerre) -- who came from the west to liberate their homeland.
He tells the youngsters about patriotism and sacrifices for the greater good.

Ughtasar's resettlement initiative began in 2001. Armenian refugees from
Azerbaijan and Artsakh and settlers from Armenia are given homes and
$300 for transportation, if they agree to stay in their new homes for at least
ten years. Villagers are involved in horticulture and cattle-breeding and have
2,200 acres of farmable land. In addition to vineyards, they also grow pome-
granate, buckwheat and peas. Their onions are distributed throughout Art-
sakh and Armenia.

Manvel, the mayor, is also a farmer. He was the man in charge when a group
of donors from the Hayastan All-Armenian Fund came to visit his village
and offered to build a community center. He told them no. That was not
what Ughtasar needed. They told him schools were not part of their village
resettlement initiative. He told them there was a more practical way they
could help the 336 villagers in his community. They could build a desperate-
ly-needed schoolhouse.

To prove his point, Manvel took the guests from Hayastan All-Armenian
Fund’s Canadian affiliate, Hayastan Foundation Toronto, to the two unlit,
wood furnace-heated, windowless and rusted metal trailers where classes
were being held. He also showed them the dilapidated and seismically unfit
structure next to the trailers where the rest of the 39 students were being
taught.

“If the school was in that condition, then the school was the priority,” says
Manvel. ‘I told them a community center was the least important problem
to solve. The school issue had to be solved, and then there was a problem
with our water. The Himnadram has since agreed to solve the water issue
and will be digging wells for us. Next, we need homes so that young people
who start their own families have a place to live and don't leave the village.”
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After seeing the unimaginable conditions the children of Ughtasar were be-
ing schooled in, Hayastan Foundation Toronto’'s chairman Migirdic Migirdi-
cyan was convinced. He photographed the deplorable realities of the school,
said it was the worst he had seen and promised to share his pictures with his
community in Canada. Soon after, the Himnadram'’s Toronto donors agreed
to build a school for the village. The new, two-story campus was inaugurated
on November 5, 2018.

The 42,000-square-foot building has ten classrooms, a gymnasium, bath-
rooms, a nurse’s office and a teachers lounge. It's been fully furnished and
equipped with four computers and internet connectivity. The new school is
surrounded by large lawns. It also has an athletic field and a separate build-
ing for its boiler room and water tank.

DONORS: DEDICATED CANADIANS

While the school was being constructed, Migirdic Migirdicyan made several
visits to Ughtasar to check out the progress being made. During one of his
visits, Manvel and the school’s young principal, Vladimir Hakobjanyan, told
him their community had decided to nhame the school in his honor.

“His immediate response was that if we really wanted to name the school
after him, we should consider his suggestion,” explains Vlad, the 36-year-old
geography teacher who has been the principal of the school since 2012. “Mr.
Migirdic told us it would be better to name the school after Monte Melko-
nian. He told us the primary reason was that Monte was killed less than two
miles away. The secondary reason was our community leader was one of
Monte’s soldiers.”

The young principal said Mr. Migirdic wanted the idea for the name of the
school to come from their community and not be taken as a directive from
him or the Canadian Himnadram affiliate. Vlad and Manvel loved the idea
and put the question to the village council, which unanimously accepted
that the school be named for Monte Melkonian.

“Even though | was too young to serve in the Liberation War,” says Vlad, “Mon-
te has always been my personal hero. When our forces took Aghdam, one
of my relatives, a very beautiful young man with a Russian mother, was also
killed. Askeran lost five good boys that day, including my cousin. | remember
that there was a magazine with Monte's picture. My mother cut out Monte’s
picture and put next to the picture of my uncle, who was also killed. She has
kept those two pictures in our house to this day.”

PRINCIPAL: A HISTORY TEACHER

“00 is shot, 00 is no more,” is the radio call Vlad heard when he was only ten
years old. A command post had been set up in front of his family's Askeran
village home when Monte and his men started their operation to liberate
Aghdam -- an Azerbaijani military stronghold.

Young Vlad and his deaf and mute mother had been away from home when
civilians, including his brother and grandmother, were evacuated before the
start of the military operation. When Vlad and his mom returned home on
the evening of June 11, 1993, the fighting on the frontline near their home
had already started.
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Ughtasar School Principal Vladimir Hakobjanyan

The impressionable young Vlad didn’t know the identity of ‘00" but could
hear the radio operator in front of his home anxiously screaming back, ask-
ing the person in the battlefield to repeat the information. The young soldier,
maybe twice Vlad's age at the time, was asking if those on the other end
were sure. They did know for certain ‘00’ had been killed? How did they verify
it? Who had seen the fatal injury when ‘00" was killed?

Vlad remembers the confirmation overwhelming the young radio operator,
who had suddenly stopped asking for information. Vlad remembers how
the young soldier’s eyes had started to well up with tears. The young man in
front of the telecommunications equipment was crying, and Vlad was trying
to process what was going on.

That moment, the young radio operator's raw, upsetting emotions and the
way he was expressing them were so overwhelming that 10-year-old Vlad
also began to cry, even though he didn't know the significance of the death
of a man who would become a legendary figure in Armenian history.

“No one imagined that Avo would be killed, and | did not imagine what a
great loss we had that day in Artsakh,” says Vlad. “Of course everybody still
talks about his heroism. But most importantly, they talk about his character,
his values, knowledge, people skills, competency, determination and per-
sistence. Among our many heroes, Monte Melkonian is our most honored
and holds our highest regard.”

For Armenians around the world, Monte is also a larger than life role model
and an inspiration. His biography reads like a fictional Hollywood account of
a hero’s or anti-hero’s intriguing involvement with secret armies, assassina-
tion plots and lessons learned to make possible his victories on the battle-
field of Artsakh near the end of his life.

Monte’s journey from small town kid to legendary martyr is an intriguing
tale of a man who left ‘the good life’ behind in the bountiful San Joaquin
Valley of Central California to stand up for those oppressed in his ancestral
homeland. It is both an educational and historical atlas of the road traveled
not just by one man but by a people struggling for cultural preservation and
freedom near the end of the 20th century.

PILGRIMAGE TO APOCALYPTIC AMERICA: YEAR 2319

In the apocalyptic America of 2319, Armenian tourists come from Stepa-
nakert -- the new financial capital of the global economy. They arrive on
cruise ships from the Chinese province of Hawaii, crossing the Great Ocean
of the People’s Republic. They come from Artsakh -- a country of great
abundance -- to see the once-golden city of Glendale, where tens of thou-
sands of Armenians once lived. They come to see the fallen metropolis of
Los Angeles that thrived centuries ago before it was depopulated and an-
nexed to the United States of Mexico.

The pilgrims from Artsakh pile into an air conditioned bus and drive through
thick clouds of smog, eastbound on pot-holed avenues like Wilshire and
Santa Monica. Freeways are dismantled and dilapidated, fallen into ill-re-
pair or destroyed in gang turf wars. Entire portions of the basin are aban-
doned, mined with bombs or flooded by the polluted and toxic waters of
the Los Angeles river.

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The bus maneuvers past sickly cattle and deformed donkeys, past hawkers
selling fragments of sidewalks from the Walk of Fame and pieces of the
Hollywood sign. The bus goes past abandoned towers, burnt shells of cars,
and chunks of bricks fallen from buildings. It drives through gravel and
dirt roads to make its way to the former Armenian community schools in
Hollywood and Montebello.

The visitors tour the now cordoned-off school campuses and wonder why
Armenians had settled in the Americas, in this flooded and broken down
Babylon. They wonder what motivated the diasporans that called this place
home to waste decades of their lives enslaved to the oligarchic American
economy, which left them penniless and hungry towards the end of the
21st century.

Hispanic-Armenians who still live in this forsaken basin entertain the visi-
tors with videologs of 20th and 21st century Armenian school assembilies,
where students from hundreds of years ago sang the Armenian national
anthem and sang quirky 18th century revolutionary songs. They project im-
ages of the great 2015 march that shut down the city as 150,000 Arme-
nians gathered to commemorate the 100th anniversary of the Armenian
Genocide.

The remaining Armenians of the Americas recount for the visitors the days
when Armenian schools championed decathlons and science fairs, when
their basketball teams were crowned regional champions. They talk about
how Armenians ran the Hollywood studios, the casinos, and the military-in-
dustrial businesses that had eventually caused the failure of the most pow-
erful nation in the world.

They gleefully talk about the Kardashian Clan and how it ruled the sex and
fashion industries while the Cult of the Partamians used comedy to battle
the Kardashians in their respective quests for ideological control of the
diaspora during the democracy-through-television era entertainment wars
between Armenians.

The tourists from Stepanakert find it ironic that this was the ancient civ-
ilization that extended their fledgeling republic a helping hand when it
gained its independence in 1991. They wonder why the Armenians of Los
Angeles didn't use their wealth to return to their homelands in the lower
Caucuses. They wonder why they stayed in Southern California to eventual-
ly die en masse at the hands of violent gangs, hunger and diseases in the
21st century.
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STEPANAKERT SCHOOL #9: YEAR 2319

The best and brightest teachers in the world wait for years for employment
opportunities at Stepanakert’'s School #9, named in honor of the great 19th
century poet Hovhannes Tumanyan. The applicants, considered the best
and most innovative educators in the world, wait for decades and undergo
grueling months of tests and interviews for a shot to teach at what's con-
sidered the best school in the world.

The original school was built in the cold war era that bankrupted the Union
of Soviet Socialist Republics and paved the way for the eventual show-
down between the United States and People’s Republic of China. After its
renovation in 2018 by the American-Armenian philanthropists Gerald and
Patricia Turpanjian, the school became the most renowned educational
facility in the world. It was one of the first schools in the world to have his
own observatory and give high schoolers a chance to discover new stars
and planets. It set standards with its innovative programs for educating
deaf and developmentally disabled students. Its unconventional programs
for dealing with children from lower socio-economic classes turned it into
a model for schools throughout the world to follow.

In the pivotal years following the school’s reconstruction, the students who
graduated from the Tumanyan school excelled so much in the fields they
pursued that they collectively turned Artsakh’s economy around. They are
are credited for transforming the once-unrecognized parcel of land into
the most dynamic and affluent nation in the world.

Hundreds of academics converged to study the learning process at the Tu-
manyan school. Many scholars and researchers chronicling the astronom-
ical growth of the nation’s gross domestic product theorized that Artsakh
becoming the economic center of the world had something to do with
what was happening inside the halls of the Tumanyan school.

Institutions around Europe, Russia and the Arabian Gulf emirates and sul-
tanates imported the school’s curriculum and tapped its management to
replicate the Tumanyan school’s curriculum and best practices, but no oth-
er institution was able to reach the standards, test scores and overwhelm-
ing record of graduate successes of the little school that used to be known
as number 9.




MYTHICAL ARMENIA IS REAL: YEAR 2019

In India 300 years ago, Armenian visionaries dreamt of returning one day to
their beloved and mythical Armenia, their ancestral birthplace. They wrote
volumes about an independent homeland, where all citizens were equals.
They sang songs about Ararat and about their historic culture of heroes.

As diasporans abandoned their communities in India, Lebanon, Iran and
Syria, they will eventually abandon the U.S,, Europe and Australia. They will
make their way to newer economies like the Arabian Gulf states, China and
newer nations that offer better opportunities. Armenians will continue to
be forced to leave their communities to protect their children from future
civil or foreign wars, from poverty, and from crime and chaos.

Armenians will keep abandoning their diasporas until there are no new
economies to exploit. Eventually when the center of the global economy
relocates to Stepanakert, Armenians will finally return home to the twin
Armenian republics, where life will be more hospitable, where the survival
of their identity will be ensured.

Facing the eventual demise of their diasporan communities, Armenians
must realize the economic health of their now-independent and liberat-
ed homelands should be their primary priority. These holy countries have
been and will always be the source of the Armenian identity and the even-
tual destiny for all Armenians. Diasporans’ ancestral birthplace will be their
great grandchildren'’s final destination.

Diasporas will come and go. The homeland is forever.
